Mr. Leblanc (Laurier): Mr. Speaker, accord-
ing to the Canadian Meat and Canned Foods
Act and regulations, meat must be prepared
in establishments approved by the goveril-
ment and under the constant control of gov-
ernment veterinary inspectors.

However, section 68 of the regulations pro-
vides that the legend on meat inspected shall
be marked in English only. This bill provides
that the legend shahl be bilingual and decorat-
ed with the maple leaf appearing on the
Canadian fiag.

Hon. L. T. Penneli <Solicilor General): 1. No.
2. Officiais of the Department of the Solic-

itor General met with Premier Campbell and
the deputy attorney general of Prince Edward
Island at Charlottetown on Monday, October
2, 1967 and discussed the penitentiary and
gaol situation. No further action was taken
because the federal government does flot
propose to alter the policy to establîsh its
maximum, medium and minimum security
institutions for the Atlantic provinces in the
Dorchester-Springhill area of New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia.

3. The government of Prince Edward Island
has discussed with the government of Canada
the possibility of financial assistance towards
the construction and operation of a minimum

security institution on Prince Edward Island.
For the reasons given in paragrapli 2 no
action was taken.
