(Hear, and renewed laughter.) lec
believed in British Columbia there was
a want of confidence in Canada, based
upon the utterances of the hon. gentle-

“men on the Ministerial side—a sus-
picion that they would never even
attempt to construet the Pacitic Rail-
way, in which belief he was, unwilling-
ly, a shaver. Theretore, under the
altered conditions, he accepted this
compromise, but solemnly convinced
these 65 miles would never be travelled
a3 part ot the Trans-Continental Rail-
way. The Canadian Government had
got the better of our people in this
treaty, after many complaints of' Brit-
ish Columbia having got the better af
them in the old one; but, for the
peace, good order, apd welfare of the
whole country, he thought it his duty
to help the Government in carrying
out the present. Every member should
support (vovernment in construciing
this local line. The gentlemen who
supported the iurger scheme oaght to
favor this bill.

Hon. Mr. DICKKEY said the hon.
gentleman had furnished many argu-
ments for opposing this bill, and he
quite agreed with him in eondemning
the frittering away of our resources
on branch railroads, not a portion of
the trunk line. The ground of a treaty
was the only one possible upon which
this bill could be defended.  This rail-
way was already a local line. T.ovd
Carnarvon’s despatch of the 17th Nov-
ember stipulated that two millions a
year should be the minimum spent on
the Pacific Railway by Canada “from
the time at which the surveys ave suft
ficiently completed.” The (overn-
m =t, certainly, had given us no inti-
mation of the arrival of that period.
The expenditure of these two nmiitions,
therefore, coull not be hegun till the
surveys were comploted.

Hoxn, Mr. SCOT 1" said the two mil-
lions on the main land were entively
over and beyond the Island obligatioﬁ,

Hox. Mr. DICKEY did not think
that view correct. Ife appreliended
we should take thix asx the whole ox-
penditure talked of in connection with
those railway works. He maintained
this was not a treaty, as the Chief Com-
Mmissioner of the British Columbia
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(iovernment (Mr. Beaver) stated in the
Legislature on 10th March last, on the
oceasion o Mr. Walkem laying on the
table the report of hiz mission to Eng-
land, in reply to a member, “ Now, if

‘bor. members will read the reports

they will find that no arbitration or
legislation took place upon them, and
that the old terms (with Canada) re-
main intact.,” He made use of these
words again, “ Although the British
Columbia Government had preserved
the term: intact.”  That was the view
of British Columbians, of what wag cal-
led here a new treaty. Under these
eirenmstances, he did not see how this
Government were justified in putting
this heavy expense on the Dominion
tor what his hon, friend (Mr. Carrall)
had truly cailed a local work., Nov
coulid the prineiple of ailowing Govern-
ment to make contracts, without sub-
mitting them to Parlinment, Le de-
fended, exeept 2 case o necessity was
shown.  In view of the incompleteness
of the surveys, the commencement of
the railway conld possibly be left over
till next year, and, if so. why should
not the contruacts be :ubmitted to Par-
liament next Session?  That there was
no necessity for this bill was quite
clear, for construction could not be
commenced tili after the line was
thoroughly surveyed and located.
Hox. Mr. MACDONALD, of British
Coluinbia, said the remark of the Bri-
tish Columbia Minister, vead by the
hon, gentleman from Camberland (Mr.
Dickey) with reference to that Pro-
vince having accepted no new terms,
and the old terms with Canada remain-
ing intect, was made for a politieal
purpose; that British Columbia had
consented to the receni terms was
quite clear; she had placed the whole
matter in the hamls of Lovd Carnarvon
ior avbitration, as his letter to Lowvd
Dufferin, dated 16th August, showed.
Ever «ince, British Columbia consider-
ed horself bound by the terms agreed
on with the Governmeunt ot Canada.
The sum mentionat was to be spent
within that Provinee when the sur-
veys were comploted, and not before.
They might be finished by July or
August next, but it this bill should not
pass the Government would not have
power to carry on the work. Pro-
bably not more than $250,000 could be
