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could be obtained but it would take some
days.

2. The number of cases of tuberculosis at,
present in the Canadian Expeditionary
Force cannot be given, other than in so
far as the information contained in the
previous answer is concerned.

3. The number of those now in Canada is
as follows:

Use has been
made of existing sanatoria, and in many
cases additions have been erected, partly
at the expense of the sanatorium authori-
ties. Several institutions have been taken
over entirely by the Commission and are
being operated as sanatoria.
