sum disbursed this year to holders of fellowships, 
studentships and bursaries from the Rational Research 
Council, Rockefeller grants, Moyse Exhibition, 1851 
Exhibition, Rhodes Scholarship Fund, and grants from 
McGill University, amounts to $51,360.00.

This is a very satisfactory sum, and it does 
not include awards to demonstrators. On the other 
hand, I have a report from the Universities of 
America Association stating that the larger American 
Universities last year averaged $130,000.00 each in 
subsidies to students seeking Master’s and Doctor's 
degrees.
