half finished. The government will
also proceed this year with the estab-
lishing of the necessary aids to navi-
gation along thc northern route. These
will include lighthouses and wireless
stations on the Hudson Straits, -
A very important feature of this
transportation route from western
Canada to the old country must be
faced by the government at an early
date. It is the question of a line of
specially-bullt steamers. If a private
company cannot be induced to under-
take such a contract or demands top
large a subsidy the government w:
have to build and operate a line of
steamers of its own. The government
was urged during the past session to
decide this matter at once. It replied
that the ships would be provided in
time for the traffic.
