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wlth thxe Hon. Mr. Blair and the contract
was slgned by the Hon. Mr. Suthierland.
1 tlxlnk the offer for the work was 50 cents
a yard, and the late mînister gave a sch-
dule price at 30 cents a yard. Some of
thîs work was done ln a greater depth of
water than any work lie had ever known
to be constructed.

Mr. CROOKET. When was the bridge
completed and accepted by the department?

Mr. GRAHAM. Nearly two years ago.
Mr. FOWLER. I fai to understand wby,

If this work was done under schedule
prices, there should bie a dispute. Why
would this man dlaim $390,000 more than
the departmient was wiIling te, glve him?

Mr. GRAHAM. The quickest way te
answer that perhaps would lie to give the
dlaims made by the contractor, but It would
take a long tîme to read them.

Mr. FOWLEIt. State thelr general cma-
racter.

Mr. GRAHAM. For Instance, lie dlaims
for additional work, materials on band, là-
terest account. Then lie gives a list of
dlaims for extra work, such as pneumatic
caissons. Hîs dlaim for interest was $82,-
907.

Mr. A. A. McLEAN. Why did lie make
a charge for Interest?

Mr. GRAHAM. The account lias neyer
been settled up, and lie made a dlaim for
Interest. If I had time to read the award
the lion, gentleman would see that the
dlaim was net allowed.

Mr. A. A. McLEAN. I would ask the
minIster te read the award.

Mr. GRAHAM. I will gîve a copy of
the award te my hon. friend aay time lie
wants It.

Mr. A. A. McLEAN. I thlnk a copy of
the award ought to lie put oa the ' Han-
sard.'
