‘tion Opens Nov. 16 in
Madison Square
Gardens.

NWW YORK, Oct.' 20.—The, entries for
the twenty-eighth annual exhibition~ at
Madison Square Garden next month of
the National Horsée Show ‘Associaion;
closed on Thursday last, but until al] the
mails are in totals cannot be computed.

The 623 entries for the opening show in
1883 have been trebled for the coming fix-
ture, which begins on Nov. 16, and it is

expected that the 2051 entries of last year

will be equaled or exceeded. 2

There were 187 exhibitors at the first
show and 204 lgst year, a ratio of increase
indicating - that owners keap  larger
strings of show horses. There have been
two blank vears, but the aggregate value
of the premiums pald up to 1911 foots up
to $713,075. Thé banner years were 1908
and 1909, when the premiums pald amount-
ed to $35,145 and: $37,18. - The value of the
premiums fortlre coming show is about
$32,000. There will be a stronger repre-
gentation in the mijitary classes from
Europe and Canada than at.any previous
show. The leading American exhibitors
in every type of harness and gaddie horse
have sent 'in their -nominations, and the
home-bred drivinz and riding horses will
be better represented than -ever -before.
American-bred hackmeys and balf-hack-
neys - will be a factor in all' the heavy
harness clasSes.

Holland will' be represented -this year
in the international contests by three offi-
cers and six horses. - The three officers
have been hére before, and three of the
horses, tbo, have competed at the Garden.

ATHENS, Oct. mfﬁm—xew
and more terribje Turkish atrocities in
twenty Christian villages in the Janina
region - are offigially reported. The vil-
lages were destroyed, the Inhabitants
massacred, women and children being
burned alive. .

It is also officially reported that three-
fourths of the Turkish wounded at the ]
beginning of the-fighting were -Christians..
Now only about one-fourth of the wound-
ed are Christians, which is taken to mean
that the Christians were -placed in the
forefrgnt of the battle.

AUCETRALIA AFTER IMMIGRANTS.

OTTAWA, Oct. .x(Special.)—Accord-
ing to official reports received here the

seven months of -this year received 9,-
692 immigrants, while no less than 45,623
left the colony,. thus showing a net géin
in immigration of only 49,968 during the
period.stated. Of the total arrivals 83640
were British, the balance being composed
of Germans, Itallans, Russians, Greeks,
Danes and a limited number of Asiatics
and  colored people,

The activity of some of the Australian
states in sending  capable officers to
Great, Britaln and the extensive circula-
tion of immigration  literature are, in
the main, responsible for the {ncreased
figures.
