How Dreyfus’ Counsel Took It,

M. Demange sank-back in his chair and
tears trickled down his cheeks, and M. La-
bori turned white as a sheet, while all
around the: court men looked at each other
in sllence. ' Positively the only sound to be
heard was the rustling of papers from the
reporters’ benches as each press representa-
tiev tried to be first to send the news. As
the audience left the court room fully 10
or 15 men were crying openly, and the ma-
Jority of those present walked quietly down
the street for more than a block without
speaking a word.

Dreyfus is Told His Fate.

Mathieu Dreyfus was not present in court
this afternoon, but visited his brother after
the verdict had been rendered.

The prisoner simply shrugged his
shoulders, uttering .an expressive ‘‘Bah!"
adding, as he embraced his brother as the
latter was preparing to leave, *“Console my

Will Dreyfus Be Pardoned ?

The general belief is that Dreyfus will be
Pardoned, but this will not satisfy his
friends, who vehemently declare that they
Will refuse to accept the verdict, and will
continue the battle until the judgment is
reversed. The-verdict, they say, is directed
more against theAJews than against Drey-
fus, and, if allowed to stand, will make
their existence in France impossible.

BRINGING IN THE VERDICT,

The Court-Martial, 5 to 2,
nounce Dreyfus Guilty of
the Charge.

At 5 o'clock the ringing of a bell an-
nounced the entry of the Judges with the
verdict of the court-martial. An officer
ordered “‘Carry arms!"” and *‘Present arms!’’
The rattle of rifies then followed. Then Ccl,
Jonaust, the president, marched in, saluted,
and lald his kepi on the table. The other
officers of the court-martial did likewise,
the gendarmes shouted *‘Silence!” and the
silence of death fell on the audience,

The Verdict.

President Jouaust then began and, with-
out a tremor in his voice and apparently
unmoved, read the verdict, as follows :

The Verdict Made Known,

Large crowds, which the police kept movy-
ing, waited around the square in which t{he
telegraph office and the principal cafes are
situated.

A Road to Hudson Bay.

“In the first place, it must be remembered
that, when John Norquay, who was a -Con-
servative, was* Premier ‘of Manitoba,
he was charged by the Liberals with not
being sufficiently -strenuous in favor of a
rallway to Hudson Bay. It was then al-
leged, as it is alleged now, that real relief
to Manitoba in the way of transportation
could only come by a railway to Hudson
Bay and ocean steamers from some port on
that bay to-the English market. Mr. Nor-
quay, when discussing this guestion, had
sald that the Hudson Bay Rallway, as then
proposed, was not nhpreqlng necessity, apd
for this statement he was hounded by the
Liberals. ;Nevertheless Mr. Norquay did
introduce l!‘fllllﬂon"' Tooking “tn the
srruction of that road,” forced: t|
by the cries o s -opponents. In the legis-
lation that he introduced he gunaranteed in-
t on, fourand.a half miflion dolars to
bu he road, but the monéy was not to
be pald over untfl' the construction was
cempleted and arrangements made for
steamship connection. This was good. legis-
lation, in the interests of the province.

‘Where Greenway Erred.

“When Greenway cume in, however, and
defeated Norquay he practically repudiated
the Hudson Bay schemne and profected
what was known as the Dauphin road in
its ‘place. He voted:'bonuses for this road,
but took no guarantees as to its construc-
tion or as to.the rates that were to obtain
on it, nnd it stands to-day as'an unrealized
proposition, as far as the public Interest is
eencerned.

*“Mr. Greenway's next attempt was in
ecnfecton with a road to the south, con-
necting with the Amerfean lines. Before
his time Norquay started the idea of tbe
Red River Valley road as a Government
rcad, over which road all lines to the south
in the States touching it were to have run-
ning rights. When Greenway came in, in-
stead of preserving the Independence of
this line and control over it, he practically
gave it to the Northera Paclic Railway
without any guaranted as to its rates and
without ‘any control over it, and not long
after the Northern Paclfic got hold of it it
made a pooling arrangement with the C. P.
R., and no relief came to the people of
Manitoba, ' though they had sunk a lot of
money in building it.

No Regulation of Rates.

“In the third place, Greenway's policy in
ccnnection with the Dauphin road was not
in the interest of the people of Manitoba.
Mann & Mackenzie got a farge grant from
the Dominion In favor of tﬁls roud- 4400
acres a mile for the portion in Manitoba
and double that land grant for the portion
beyond the boundary. Mr., Mackenzie also
got from the Dominion Government a bonus
in the shape of §40,000 a year for carrying
the malls of Canada, which was equal to
the "interest on a million dollars. This
large Dominion grant was further supple-
mented by Mr. Greenway, who guaranteed
the principle and interesgt on $8000 a mile,
but took no substantial means to regulate
e s
