0L DECLARATION  BILL

Speech by the Marquis of Safisbury
on lts Third Reading in the
House of Lords.

HIS LORDSHIP'S PROTESTANTISM

Dissatisfaction of the Roman Catho-
lics, Whe Wished for Their Right
of Succession to be Recognized.

The debate in the House of Lords on the
third reading of the Royal Declaration
Bill was interesting. A summary follows:

The Marquis of Salisbury moved the
third reading of the bill. !

‘Lord Braye said that the declaration was
infinitely better than the statute, but It
scemed a pity wheh they had an opportunity
of ‘aMering the statute that they did not
alter it in a way that would be acceptable
to all parties. The short title of the Bill—
Royal Declaration—was misleading, ds this
was not a declardtion, but a solemn oath.
There was a great deal of irony in con-
nection with this bill. In the first place,
at the same time that the measure came
vefgre them, there was on the table tho
licyal Titles Bill, which' contained the
title of Defender of the Faith, given by
Leo X. to Henry VIIL., who had written
2 learned treatice to defend that very faith
which the Sovereign was now called upon
to declare idolatrous and . superstitious,
The noble Marquis, when referring to the
doctrine of the transubstantiation, had
lowered his voice and inclined his head,
#nd had spoken in a deeply revereutial
gpirit.

The Marquis of Salisbury: The noble
Lord says I lowered my voice and inclined
my head. He is quite mistaken, I deny
that.

Lord Braye sald that at all events the
reverened tone adopted by the Marquis on
that occasion. would be appreclated, for
other attitudes of the most bostile and
irreverent character had existed, even
among ithose in high authority. |

The Marquis of Salisbury: The descrip-
tion the noble Lord has given of me that
1 lowered my head and lowered my volce
is an imputation which sbould net have
been made.

Lord Braye: I did not mean that the
noble Marquis bowed his head at the men:
tion of transubstantiation. I meant that
he spoke reverentially of the whole matter
—that he alluded to the subject as sacred,
tho demurring to eater into it on theolog:
ical grounds. That is what I wanted to
convey.

The Marquis of Salisbury: This is a mat:
ter I had better not pursue, but I must
say that I cannot accept that history of
the noble Lord in 'several respects, cer:
tainky not in the view that the Soveriegn
of the country bears the title Decfender
of the Faith in obedlence to a decree of
Leo X., who gave it to him. The noble
Lord has omdtted to memtion another im:
portant fact—namely, that Leo X. with-
drew 1t, and that  the title was S“D'I
sequently conferred by a much more ac:
cepted authority—that is to say, the British |
Parliament under statute. I omnly wish to
correct what I believe 1s a mistake in the
history of the noble Lord. I do not wish
to enter upon matters which have been
dealt with by successive speakers. If we
have nok by our arguments on the second
reading succeeded in  convincing those
whom we addressed, I do mot think that
we shall succeed in the attempt now. The|
burden of all the arguments which we
have heard addressed against that lan-
guage, which is the language of the present
statute and which would be the language
also of thd new etatute If we passed it,
is that they persisted in saying that we are |
making a new Declaration. We had no
intention of making a new Declaration,
end with no falrness can it be said that we
have done Bo. Because I produce a|
plcture and propose to clean it, I am not |
exposed to the censure which may be de-|
served by the original palnter, nor am li
liable for the errors which he may have |
commmitted. I am compelled to admit that
it may be my fault more than theirs, but
the attitude of the organs of Roman
Catholic opinlon and of the Roman Catholic
e ’eers of this House and of those who have
addressed us from outside appears to have
modified comsiderably as the debate went
on. At first we certainly understood—but
we understood that the Roman Catholles
would look upon it as an advantage and
a favor from Parliament if these offensive
words were withdrawn from the Declara-

We
cannot say that it is satisfactory, and
when I am asked by my noble friend. who
introduced this matter, whether I am pre-
pared to prophesy the passage of this BIill.,
I confess that when I heard my noble and
learned friend I feéit that the prospects
had recelved a slight, at all events, and
not a favorable modification. Next morn-
ing, when I opened the newspapers and
saw the attitude of my noble and learned
friend’s co-religionists in the other House.
I confess the prospect was less hopefui
still. I much regret if this Bill should not
succeed. Many of those who have taken'
part have argued as tho it was a,
question between this Bill and some other
imaginary Bill which they told us was free
in the eyes of all men from any objection.
Some noble Lords appear to have taken
the view that it was possible for us to de-
vise 4 measure which" should meet with
objectlion from nobody. I only wish that
they would put that formula on the table.
F do not think that anything of the kind
exists. But, be that as it may, I fear that’
the result is of a totally different Kind.
It is not now a question whether you will
have this change or that change. .We know
sufficlent of the ppinions of those whose
volces are powerful in this matter to know
that outside the Bill which we are now
passing there is no alternative, and that
having no alternative of change what you
are doing by rejecting this Bill is laying
down that the Declaration shall remain In
the words.in which it has been expressed
for more than two centuries. |[Hear,
hear.] 1 am sorry that it should be ro,
but do not let it be said that it is our own
doing that that Declaration Is maintained.
If the Roman Cghollcs had willed it," If
they had been codsenting parties and not
active opponents, I think that there was
a very fair chance of removing what 1
admit to be a stain on the statute book.
What the present state of things is your
Lordships will judge for yourselves, but 1
cannot feel that, whatever happens,Roman
Catholics have a right to complain of any
grievance In what we have done.
Viscount Llandaff said that he no
doubt substantially expressed the opinion
which the noble Marquis had quoted, and
the reason for that opinion was obvious.
1f the Roman Cathplics assented to a new
Declaration inserted in-the Bill passed In
the year 1901, alluding to and condemning |
doctrines which they held to be sacred,
they should be consenting to what they
regarded as a most invidious exceptton
made against them on the solemn occasion
of a Royal accession. They were dis-
satisfied with the language of the present
Bill, not because they loved the offensive
language of the Bill of Rights. He was
confident that the offensive vulgarity of
the original Decaration woud at last so
shock and disgust all sober-minded men
in the country that there would be a pros-
pect of doing away with it, whilst there
would be no prospect of which they con-
gented to put with the Bill of 1901. He
would vote against the third reading.

Lord Spencer sald that he shared the
regret of Lord Salishury that the Roman
Catholics had not accepted the modifiea
Declaration of the BIIl. The feeling of |
the country was profound and strong on'|

ithe Protestant succession, and there were

such exaggerated "views of what the oid
Declaration meant that ¥t would be per-
fectly futile for even the present Govern-
ment, with all their strength, to have pro-
posed a material alteration in the De-
claration.

Rev. Dr. Williams of Moatreal Tells
¢ of Other Seizures That Took
Rev. Mr. Sanderson.

BUT A GENTLEMAN ABOVE SUSPICION

Several Times He Has Been Accus><d
of Drunkenness, but It Was
Merely Sickness,

Montreal Witness: The Rev. Dr. Wil-
liams, senior pastor of St. James' Metho-
dist Church, this ecity, on being made
acquainted with the statements contained
in the Syracuse despatch, made these state-
ments, which he believes will explain the
unfortunate occurrence ;

He knows both of the ministers re-

ferred to intimately, and he gi
credence to the parts of the storfv W:mgg
reflect on their characters. He considers
both gentlemen above suspicion. The
Rev. David Cook Sanderson was a col-
league of the Rev. Dr. Wiliiams in 1871,
and at that time was subject to nervous
attacks bordering on hysteria.

He has seen him act in a manner that
might lead one to believe he was drunk.
Once, while on a Sunday school excursion,
an officlal of the church drew Dr. Wii-
llams’ attention to Mr. Sanderson, and
on going where he was the doctor found
his colleague suffering from severe hys-
teria and crying. He was taken to the
captain’s cabin at 10 o’clock in the morn-
ing and remained there till ten at night,
when he was still so weak that he re-
quired assistance to reach home. "The
incident was widely known and all un-
derstood the trouble to be of a mervous
origin.

He had several similar attacks after-
wards and has been, more than once, ac-
cused of being drunk on account of his
peculiar actions, tho be never tampers
with either liquor or tobacco. One simi-
lar incldent is remembered when Mr.
Sanderson was stationed at Centenary
Church, Point St. Charles. On one oc-
casion Mr. Banderson wandered away to
the east of the city and sat for hours at
night in one of the parks. The story was
circulated at that time that he was drunk,
but as a matter of fact it was only a
case of nervous' trouble.

As to the details of the present case,
Dr. Willilams could say nothing, not be-
ing aware.of the actual facts. As there
is no chargée against the Rev. Mr. Me-
Ammond, he has nothing particular 1o
say regarding his connection with the
ease, except that he was probably look-
ing after his friend.

Heolbein Taken From the Water 0§
Miles From English Shere.

Dover, Eng., Aug. 25.—Mr. Holbeln, who
yesterday started from Cape Gris-Nez (be-
tween Boulogne-Sur-Mer and Calals) in an

attempt to swim to Dever, narrowly es-|
caped drowning. He covered the course|
to a point within five miles of Dover, and
then collapsed, after having been in the
water 12 hour and 46 minutes. Holbein's
exploit was very remarkable considering
the roughness of the seas, and has estab:
lished a record.

Instructions to Hoibein were shoutea
thru a megaphone and powerful acetylene
lamps were lighted to guide him.

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A Plan to Furnish Literature to the
Lumbermen and Miners in
the Camps

BY WAY OF TRAVELING LIBRARIES

Presbyterian Clergyman is Promot-
ing the Movement, Which is
Widely Endorsed.

Rev. A. Fitzpatrick of Nairn Centre, Al-
goma, a graduate of Queen's University,
Kingston, who for over a year has been
devoting all his time to the working-out
of a home-study system of elementary edu-
cation for lsolated laborers, visited Toron-
to on Saturday in the Interest of his work.

The Reading Camp movement is en-
dorsed on all hands. It is entirely unde.
nominational. A few days ago the Do-
minifon Bducational Associgtion, in a unani-
mous resolution, urged provinclal govern-
ments, with the co-operation of the publie,
to provide not only traveling Hbraries for
these reading rooms, but also elementary
instruction for these who cannot at pre-
sent avall themselves of such privileges.
The action of employers in mines, railroad
construction camps and lumbering opera-
tiong generally, in taking the initiative in
this work, was cordially commended.

Thirty-Five Camps This Falil,

Thirty-five reading camps will be open
this fall. Lumbermen alone will invest
about $5000 in buildings, largely - in this
province, to say nothing of what employ-
ers in mines are doing in the way of
building club and reading rooms.

The kind of literature to be senmt to these
reading camps will be ¢lean and healthful,
and not sectarian or pronouncedly re-
ligions. An effort is being made to avoid
literature that would give offence to the
religious convictions of any.

A considerable portion of these books
will be interesting stories of an elementary
character; and an effort will be made to
encourage those who can neither read nor
write to learn.

The reading rooms will be open to clergy-
men of all denominations alike.

The public is asked to co-operate In this
work, About $2000 additional i{s needed to
carry it on successfully this season. It is
capable of Indefinite expansion.
