Detained Pending Investigation Into
- Female Music Pupil’s Death
at Detroit.

BLOOD-STAINED HATCHET FOUND

Young Woman Was Pounded to
Death and Had Her Throat
Cut By Murderer,

Detroit, April 1.—Prof. Joseph M.
Miller, a music teacher, formerly Of
Woodstock, Ont., where his parents
now reside, was arrested to-day in
connection with one of the most bru-
tal murders of recent years, which oc-
curred on Thirtéenth-street between
Antoinette and McGraw streets, before
midnight last night. Carrie M. Jen-
nett of 119 Wabash-avenue, a daugh-

ter of James R. Jennetf, a cabinet-
mbker, the victim of the tragedy, was,
a pupil of Miller. Blood was found on
the professor’'s clothing, and when an
explanation of it was asked Miller
fainted. He was revived, but fainted |
again when being taken to the cell,

Her Throat Was Cut.

Miss Jennett was stabbed and,
pounded to death. Her throat was
cut from ear to ear, a knife was thrust
into her brain behind the ear and a
dent in her forehead showed that she
had been clubbed. Henry Jewell, a
resident of the neighborhood, - heard
cries and screams, and looking out saw
a ‘man striking a girl down. After
felling her and running a short dis-
tance, Jewell says the assailant turned
and renewed his attack on her as she
lay prostrate. Jewell notified the po-
lice. After listening to the story of
Wm. Duet, who kept company Wwith
Miss Jennett, the detectives thought it
well to keep him under surveiliance,
and accordingly detained him pending
further investigation.

Blood-stained Hatchet Found,

To-night a bloodstained hatchet was
found by the police in the drawer of
a table in Miller's kitchen, A towel
was found in the Kkitchen also with!
wha!t are supposed to be blood stains.
on it. :

Tho Miller declares that he did not
leave lodge until 11 o’'clock, several
persons who were there say he left
between 10 and 10.20 o'clock. The
murder was committed five minutes
after 11 o'clock, as near as the of-
ficers can learn.

To-night Miller is sleeping like a
qhild in the Grand River police sta-
tion. He simply ingists that he knows
nothing of the murder. The blade
and handle of the hatchet had been
washed, but there were yet stains on
the claw-hammer end of it and on the
handle close to the hatchet proper. The
hatchet was shown to Miller this even-
ing, but he made no comment on it.

TALMAGE GROWS WORSE,

The coffin was shrouded in a. Union
Jack, and the wreath sent by Queen
Alexandra was laid upon it as it was

Five Miles Long.
The funeral party started from Full-

‘er's Iotel early this morning. The

| processibn was five miles long as it

wound thru the hills and gorges.
Every sort of conveyance was made
use of; some were on foot, others were
on horseback or on bicycles, while
still others were in wagons and car-
riages.

‘When the procession was a mile
from the grave everybody dismount-
ed and concluded the journev on foot.
Twelve oxen hauled the coffin to the

almost inaccessible summit of the!

kopje, where the Chiefs Shombli, Fa-
ku and Umgula and two thousand na-

, tives had assembled to witness the
:Christian burial rites, which they af-
terwards supplemented in their own

fashion, by the sacrifice of 15 oxen
to the shade of the great dead chief.
Impressive Interment.
Thousands of white persons congre-
gated around the wind-swept hill
The grave was encircled by six bould-
ers. The interment was extremely im-
pressive. The “dead march’” re-echoed
thru the hills, and the natives stood
like statues. Tears were in the eyes
of many of the onlookers. The Bishop

! of Mashonaland, who conducted the

burial service, said :

*“I consecrate this place forever; here
he thought, here he lived, and died
for the empire.”

Lowered Into the Rock,

When the coffin was lowered into
the tomb chiselled in the solid rock,
all those present sang “0Old Hund-
redth” and ‘“Now the Laborer’s Task
is O’er.” The remainder of the funeral
serviice was chanted, and the band
played the “Dead March in Saul.” The
tomb was covered with wreaths,

At ‘the close of The ceremony, those
present slowly inspected the  spet
where Mr. Rhodes lies buied, “and
threw flowers upon his grave. Dr.
Jameson, Col. Francis Rhodes and all
of the other mourners left Buluwayo
to-night on a special train.

VIRTUE OF FORGIVENESS.

Ithaca, N.Y.. April 10.—Prof.
Stephens in a lecture said to-day that
Cecil Rhodes had at least one great
virtue—forgiveness, ' inasmuch as he
gave to the country whose papers had
reviled him twice as many scholar-
ships as to all the British colonies
put together.

Toronto Imperialists Would Dis-
cuss Questions of Mutual
Interest at Coronation.

The PBritish Empire League met in
St. George's Hall last night and pass-
ed a number of resolutions in favor
of closer relationship with the Moth-
er Country. ¢

Dr. Parkin, president of Upper Can-
dada College, occupied the chair, and
the audience was not quite as large

as it would have been- but for several

counter attractions. The importance
Qf the meeting, however, was not to
be judged by its size, according to
Dr. ParKin in his opening remarks,
but rather on the merits of the ques-
tions discussed, and the earnestness
of purpose with which they were pro-
mulgated. The purpose of their meet-
ing was to deliberate upon one ‘of
the most important questions that
could interest any country, chiefly be-
cause it touched upon a turning point
in our national existence. England
had come face to face with one of
the greatest dangers she ever met; and
in her position she found herself iso-
lated and met with a distinct hostility
which threatened her national
strength. She had passed thru a
great struggle, which showed her ro-

| sition among the nations of the world.

|

In the evolution of our national his-
tory we had come practically to the
parting of the ways, when we had to
go either with the empire or not. It
would perhaps be said that the ques-
tion could well be left open for con-
sideration. He doubted it. It was
not every day that the leaders of the
empire would meet to consider ques-
tions of import, and it .was signifi-
cant that they were about te be drawn
together on the opening of the cen-
tury with a new condition of things
to discuss the empire’s affairs. That
conference would be particularly im-
portant to every portion of the em-
pire, and for that !reason the pro-
ceedings should be made known to
the world at once, so that we as Cana-
dians could form our judgment upon
what was done. [Applause.] The
men representing us would have to
take their political lives in their hand
when going therg, and what we would
want to know was whether they dis-
cussed Imperial defence and what at-
titude they took.
The C,0.D. Contingents.

There was the question as to whe-
ther we should pay for our contin-
gents or allow the Old Land_to stand
the whole burden. He was under the
opinion that, from what h-appened on
the veldts of South Africa within the
past week, which raised the name of
Sanada to a position of glory thruout
the world, when her sons gave an ex-

ample to regular troops in resisting an

attack, that Canada would not allow
the blood of those sons to be paid for
by anybody’s money but her own.
[Applause,], Before parliament closed
public opinion would be settled on t}_xa.t
point. The lives of our sons were
given for our own cause, and we were
not going to allow anyone to bear
the burden. Dr. Parkin, in conclu-
sion, alluded to the action of Cecil
Rhodes, as indicated by his will, - be-
ing worthy of reflection, inasmuch as
it was one of the grandest deeds that
any man could do. i
For Infer-Empire Relations,

F. Arnoldf) K.C., then moved the fol-
fowing : -“That, in the opinion of
the British Empire League, the
forthcoming conference in London
should be utilized for a full expres-
sion by the representatives of the
Colonies of their views for the pro-
motion of closer relations between
the Mother Country and the Col-
onies and between the Colonies
themselves in furtherance of the
ideas of a United Empire.”

In moving the resolution Mr. Arnol-
di hoped that our representatives to
the London conference would-go there
feeling that we were willing to take
our proper part in the empire’'s af-
fairs. He commended Col.| Denison
for his noble work in the cause of
Imperialism, and wished him godspeed
on his journey to England.

From the Land of the Kangaroo.

Prof. Baker of Australia seconded
the resolution. He thought himself
justified in saying that the attitudes
of the Premier of Canada in replying
to the.request to attend the confer-
ence and discuss Imperial defence did
not meset with the views of the people
of the ‘country. Centainly it did.rot
of the people of Ontario. [Applause.]
Even if ~ the Premier succeeded in
getting the conference to discuss the
question of taxation he would be do-
ing a great good for the country.

A. E. Ames moved this resolution :

ducts to provide a fund for Imperial
defence.”

P. W. Ellis seconded the motion,
Referring to the action of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier in the conference matter he
was inclined to look upon it as the
politician’s artful way of covering up
a magnificent demonstration ahich he
intended making on the question.
‘Why should not the coloniss of Britain
get a ‘preference taniff in Africa, for
instance, instead of having to com-
pete against such countries as Ger-
many, who were hostile to Englaad
since the war broke out? He certain-
ly thought they should. TApplause.]

A United Empire.

Dr. Kennedy, seconded by J. T.
Small, moved :

#That this branch of the Britixh
Empire League hopes that the re-
presentatives of Canada wat the
forthcoming conference will be pre-
pn«ied to annonnce there that Can-
ada, on her part, is ready to for-
ward the consummation of a United
Empire by assisting in the early es-
tablishment of a cheap cable ser-
vice and a fast line of steamships
direet between Canada and Great
Britain, ™

J. Herbert Mason spoke on the im-
portance' of the resolution.

The chairman referred to the de-
sirability on the part of Canadians to
get news from England without first
being filtered thru American channels.
