Under the independent system the 
filtration process could be annexed if 
It ever became necessary to resort to 
the river for drinking purposes, and the 
expense would be no greater than du­
plicating a filtration plant which might 
be erected at the present time.

But the day when the city will be 
forced to have recourse to the river for 
drinking need not concern the people 
of this generation.

THE LONDON ASYLUM.
[Ridgetown Dominion.]

The report of the lunatic asylums tor 
the Province of Ontario for 1906 lies before 
us, and as the London asylum is the most 
interesting to this section, we give the 
following statistics regarding it: There 
were 1,000 persons there last year, 527 males 
and 563 females, of whom 20 were discharg­
ed as cured and 6 as improved. The total 
admissions since the opening of the insti­
tution were 5,461, of whom 1,369 were Metho­
dist, 1,294 Presbyterian, 995 Episcopalians, 
907 Catholics, 460 Baptists, 46 infidels and 
the balance of other denominations. In 
nationalities, 3,230 were Canadians, 718 
Irish, 663 English, 429 Scotch. Heredity, 
business troubles, worry and intemperance 
are given as the principal causes of their 
insanity, and between 40 and 50 years of 
age are the most frequent admissions.
