Major Gregory of Prince Rupert
Says All Goes Smeothly Now |
on Western Front

Major C. E. Gregory, K. C. of Prince
Rupert, a member of the 3rd division
Canadian artillery, arrived in the city
today from the front, en route to Ot-
tawa for the purpose of undertaking im- |
portant military duties. Two weeks ago |
today Major Gregory was on the firing |
line in Belgiumr exchanging shells with
“Krite.”

In speaking of general conditions at
the front, he said, everything was mov- |
ing along as smoothly as possible; the |
alues have any amount of ummunition,z
and from all appearances the Germans |
have the same. 'LT'here is one thing, the !
major added, that might interest the
people of St. John to know, that is the
fuct that the Kaiser is now using 1917
conscripts in the trenches.

“We have now got the better of them
in both aeroplanes and airmen,” said
the major. “Our machines are much |
faster and our airmen more fearless.” |

A week ago Saturday, Major Gregory,
while in London, saw part of the big
Zeppelin raid, and also had the pleasure
of seeing the first Zeppelin brought to
the ground. He describes the sight as a
big fire in the heavens.

There have been a few cases, said the
major, of Belgians being caughi acting |
as German spies, and in one case which |
he related a Belgian who was mayor
of a town had concealed wires running
from the Canadian lines across No Man’s |
Land {o the German trenches and was
giving the Germans information as toi
the movements of our troops, !

Kitchener’s army has been at the front |
some time, and is composed of a fine lot |
of fighting men, and they are doing ex- |
cellent work on the firing line. ~When |
asked to how long he thought the war|
would last, he said, that he was in no
position to answer the question, but
personally he thought that it was good
for two more years at least.
