—Drastic punishment is being lieted 
out by the Soviet authorities to en­
gineers and drivers who are held re­
sponsible for train accidents. In the 
Transcaucasia district an engineer 
named Gavrilov and two drivers, 
Voyevodin and Sharyshev, were sen­
tenced to death by a special commis­
sion appointed by the Georgian council 
of commissars to inquire into the num­
erous railway fatalities which have re­
cently occurred in that district.

Assistant Station Master Savitsky, 
who was held jointly responsible with 
the engineer and drivers, has been con­
demned to eight years imprisonment 
Voyevodin and Sharyshev were charged 
with running their trains at a dan­
gerously high speed in spite of their
