the ovens controlled by independent
producers in operation to supply the
present needs of independent blast
furnaces interests.

Birkenhead Says France is
Committed to Carry
Out Plan.

OPPOSES WILSON

Former U, S. President’s
Judgment Wrong, He
Tells Audience.

Williamstown, Mass,, Aug, 25.—-As-
serting that Great Britain today is in
the positicn of being the only power
that is paying indemnity for the war,
the Earl of Birkenhead, former Lord
Chancellor of Great Britain, last night
said that Britain has an incorrigible
habit of paying her debts but that
other nations pay her the tribute of
thinking that Britain is always ready
to forgive her debts.

Lord Birkenhead landed in New
York yesterday morning and hastened
here to address the closing session of
the Institute of Politics on the “World
After the War.”

France and the Ruhe, .

Lord Birkenhead said he had oppos-
ed occupation_of the Ruhr, “because
neither you por we have anything to
gain. by any’ fuarther readjustments of
the political situation in those dis-
tricts,”

' “But,” the speaker continued, “the
moment they went in I have always
quite plainly maintain that they were
committed and that the flag of France
was committed with them in making
the experiment. And I myself see no
means whatever which are within our
power to adopt or which it would be
conceivable that we should adopt or
that we can today avail ourselves of
in order to terminate that experiment.”

He declared that the world was not
yet ready for the idealism of Wwood-
row Wilson, and that self-interest
alone should determine whether  the
United States should intervene in the
affairs of a stricken Europe. He quot-
ed Jeremy Bentham, a British philoso-
pher and jurist to the effect that self-
interest was the necessary motive-
spring of human endeavor.

Wilson Judgment Wrong.

In deciding what' constituted her
best interests, Lord Birkenhead con-
tinued, the United States must remem-
ber that great nations require a great
world in which to develop their great-
ness and that commercial genius flour-
ishes only when the whole world flour-
ishes. He warned of the effect of the
restricted markets on manufacturing
and agriculture and declared that if in
a poverty-stricken world the United
States produced more thanshe could
use herself, sooner or later, she would
experience the same conditions now
affecting Great Britain.

In emphasizing his assertion that
self-interest was the dominating mo-
tives in life, Lord Birkenhead declared
that the 'world would probably not
survive if idealism were given a com-
pletely free rein; no nation in demo-
cratic conditions will ever become the
knight-errant of the world; Woodrow
Wilson’s judgment of his countrymen
was wrong, and through this error he
became tne agent of all post-war de-
velopments from which his altruistic
mind would have recoiled.

“And her principal trade com-
petitor in Europe was likely to be par-
alyzed by internal dissensions relating
to Ireland, which might easily have
produced civil war. All Germany had |
to do was wait.” |

From war Lord Birkenhead turned
to peace, asserting its problems were
infinitely greater. 3

“It is no use abusing the treaty ofl
Versailles,” he declared. “That treaty |
was the creature of the victorious
mood of the victorious allies.

“President Wilson, indeed, came with
a noble message of hope; but unhap-
pily in the sequel, hope proved to be
his principal equipment. It is a fascin-
ating speculation whether, had he been
given health and strength to pursue
the campaign which he contemplated,
his idealism and personality ecould have
affected the forces of the world.

“I am bold enough even at the mo-
ment when I pay the highest tribute
to his unselfish motives, to doubt it.

When the two men arrived at New
Brunswick, it was found the car need-
ed new tires, The auto accessory shop
of Wildgoose & Lewis had only two
tires on hand that would fit the mach-
ine, and offered to send to Newark to
get two others.

TURNS DOWN
PROPOSALS

Report Says De Valera Ask-
ed Republican Funds to
Call Off Fighting.

ALL TERMS REFUSED

Scheme Said to be Fostered
by Free State Senator
Andrew Jameson.

(Canadian Press.)
London, Aug. 25.—That
Eamonn de Valera a fortnight
before his arrest made a secret
peace offer to the Irish Free
State Government, is asserted by
the Dublin correspondent of the
Daily Express, who attributes the
information to a member of the

Free State Government.
The substance of the offer, the
correspondent says, was that if
the government would put in

Republican funds in the U. S.,
amounting fo £500,000, he
would undertake to use them
solely for ‘‘constitutional agita-
tion” in Ireland and terminate
immediately military activities
throughout the country. :
Offer Turned Down.

According to the correspondent, the
Govetnment turned down the offer,
declaring they would make no terms
with De Valera whatsoéver.

The approach to the Government is
said to have been made through the
Free State Senator Andrew Jameson,
who after receiving most persuasive
messages from De Valera undertook
what the correspondent describes as a
dangerous pilgrimage to the Republi-
can leader’s retreat, previously ob-
taining from the Government safe con-
duct and a pledge that no attempt
would be made to locate the hiding
place.

DISCUSS SPEECH

French Press Comments On
Address Made By New
German Chancellor.

Paris, Aug. 25.—Chancellor Strese-
mann’s address in Berlin yesterday, in
which he renewed his predecessor’s
pledge of material securities for the
payment of reparations has added to
the slight though general optimism felt
here over the whole situation. Al-
though the newspapers regret that
Herr Stresemann made substantially
the same offer as did Dr. Cuno, they
nevertheless remark that the tone of
his speech showed a change for the
better.

“The Chancellor does not think it
necessary to pronounce imprecations
against France. He speaks like a man
prepared to talk business and he has
the good sense to advise Hhis com-
patriots not to counter on inter-allied
dissensions to pull Germany out of her
present difficulties.”
