Chicago, March 28—Five officers were
suspended from the detective force on
Saturday after witnesses had accused
them of hiding behind telephone posts
and refusing to answer the cries of De-
tective Sergeant Patrick O’Neil, who
was fatally shot on last Wednesdax
night when trying to arrest “Tomm_\:
