SEEKS SEAT HIS
BROTHER VACATES

Sir Cecil Lowther Candidate
in Penrith Apparently
Against Lifting of Cattle
Embargo.

London, April 25—(Canadian Press)—
Speaker Lowther resigns his seat in Pen-
rith, Cumberland, today. He was first
elected there 25 years ago. The seat will
now be contested by Sir Cecil Lowther,
his brother, who will represent the coa-
lition interest, and Levi Collison, an in-
dependent Liberal.

Sir Cecil refers to the embargo on Can-
adian live stock, and says it is a matter
of great importance to the cattle grazers
of Cumberland. Incidentally he relates
some of his experiences wandering long
distances along the border line between
Canada and the United States without
knowing just what country he was in,
and argues that with such an unguarded

Canadian cattle are protected against in-
fection from' American herds, or that
American cattle will not be shipped to
England via Canada.
