No great resumption of trade will fol-
'low the partial lifting of the blockade
{on Soviet Russia. This is the opinion
I of six business men in New York who
lare associated with big manufacturing
firms and organizations which are vi-
tally interested in commerce with Rus-

| sia.

| Alexander Berkenheim, president of
the Forgein Board of the Russian Co-
operative Union, which intends to carry
lon the work of collecting raw materials
{in Russia and distributing the manufac-
tured articles for which they are to be
exchanged, gave out a statement in Paris
after the decision 8F the supreme coun-
cil, saying that the whole plan “is very
simple.” }

Many men in New Yorky who are as
vitally interested in the problem as he
think that, however simple the plan may
be, the putting of it into execution will
be most difficult.

Jerome Lanfield, executive secretary
|of the Russian Economic League, said
'yesterday: There are plenty of raw
materials in Russia, but the greatprop-
osition is how to get them out of acoun-
try in which everything has been over-
run and nationalized by the Bolsheviki
and where adequate transportation is
lacking.

“There is plenty of grain in Russia,
despite starvation in some of the largest
centres of population in the north. Such
starvation is due only to & lack of trans-
portation to bring grain from the small |
villages. Leading agricultural authori-
ties in southern Russig recently esti-
mated that there was a surplus of 3,000,-
000 bushels of wheat and other grains in
that district. It is mostly in the interior
and not accessible to the seaports.

“Although there is no definite infor-
mation on the amount of flax in north-
ern Russia, a great amount was in the
possession of the co-operative societies
before the Bolsheviki gained control-
The Bolsheviki seized the stores of flax,
and have moved and shifted it about in
such a way that all track of it has been
lost. Peasants have woven much of it
into linen on crude looms in their cot-
tage- to take the place of cotton goods.
Those who expect to get Russian flax
will have to be not too particular about
where it eomes from, despite the declar-
ation of the supreme council that its at-
titude toward the ~Soviet government
has not changed.

“A certain London firm recently re-
ceived g consignment of flax’ which had
peen: shipped from the Baltic to a port
in Scotland. On examining the packing
cases they discovered that some of it
had fogmerly been bought by a British
company in Archangel and afterwards
seized:by the Bolsheviki.

Coal Si:pply Is Short.

“The main source of coal in Russia is
the Donets Basin. Under the first Bol-
sheviki regime . the mines practically
ceased to operate.’ Under Penikine produc-
tion was brougiht up to 1,000,000 tons,
about one-fourth the normal output and
only emough to supply local needs. Now
the Bolsheviki are again in control.

“The trouble with Russian lumber is
that most of it isn’t cut. Vast amounts
mioh+ have heen ready to meet the
building needs of Europe and have been
siipped from Archangel in the spring.
Now we must wait for the snows of
another winter.”

Mr. Lanfield is skeptical of the ability
of the co-operatives to carry out their
plans. Papers have recently come from
Russias he says, in which the Bolsheviki
boasted that they had replaced many
co-operative officials. with their own

agents.

Vladimir Bashkiroff of the Union-Si-
berian Creamery Association believes the
lifting of the blockade will result in a
new civil war. ‘

“All the raw materials
hands of the peasants, .he explained. |
“The Bolsheviki will attempt to take
these materials away from the peasants
and when they do, within three or four
months, Russia will be torn by a new
civil war.”

Mr. Bahkiroff also affirmed that
Russia had great quanties of raw ma-
terial. He estimated that there were 35,~
000,000 tons of grain in southern Russia
because the crop, despite unfavorable
economic conditions, have been good dur-
‘ling the last two years. He, said that
| some of the flax was being used by the
textile mills around Moscow, which be-
fore the war made cotton fabrics, and
claimed the storage tanks in the Baku
region were filled with petroleum pro-
ducts.

“I do not think there will be much

trade as a result of the lifting of the
blockade,” he said, “as the Bolsheviki
will not give the co-operatives free
| hand.”
! He characterized as “propaganda” the
lreport that 400 tons of butter had just|
| been shipped from Russia to England.
“It was 200 tons that was shipped and |
not 400 tons, and that butter was ship-
ped from Archapgel last September when
Kolchak was still in power.”

' Little Enthusiasm Shown.

An executive official of the Russlan

| American Chamber was not enthusiastie
over the outlook when asked what the
result of lifting the blockade would be.
| - “I do not think the lifting of the
blockade will have any great influence,”
| he said, “because Russia is up against,
a transportation problem which has
made extensive trade impossible even
in those parts of Russia which have
been held by commanders favorable to
the Allies.

“When Denikine was in power in
southern Russia there were vast stores
of raw materials in that territory. Am-
erican, English and Italian business re-
presentatives were there eager to get
their hands on them and Denikine was
most anxious that these materials should
be transported for forcign trade so that
he might have a basis for credit. Des-
pite 2ll efforts, very little trade went on
because of the lack of transportation,
and, in some cases because of over-
I estimation, |
| “However good the plars and inten-
tions of the co-operatives may be, they |
( Will be up against the same economic¢
problems as before—lack of transpor-
tetion, lack of storage facilities and ab-

sence of credit facilities. Then they will
ulsq be up against the fact that the
Pax:ls council has declared no change in
aIE‘lt}xde toward the Soviet government.

No one denies that the Bolsheviki
have thé political and the military pow-
er in the country, and if they see that
§1str1b\1tion by the co-operatives is hav-
ing a disruptive influence toward their
power they will see to it that that in-
fluence is either cut off or turned to
their own advantage.”

Phil Norton, who was acting director
of 'the Public Information Commission
which was sent to Russia in the latter
part of 1918 .and is now acting as a
trade counsellor, says:

“I  don’t believe there willgbe any
large quantity of goods gathereﬁ by co-
operative or other organizations at the
present time, The materials are scat-
tered among the small peasant villages,
an.d there is no adequate means of gath-
ering or transperting it.

Peasants Are Suspicious.

“For one year we had a chance to
!:rade with Siberia when Kolchak was
in power. There was no embargo on
export or import, but no trade resulted.
This was chiefly due to the fact that
there was no transportation and no
basis of confldence. The peasants were
suspicious of every one, and they will
not give up their supplies for either
promises Oor paper money.

. “I believe, however, that the co-opera-
Flvc societies are the strongest enocomic
institution functioning in Russia toaay,
but I fear they will not be able to do

ﬂ

much, Litvinoff’s sinster comments on
i

the allied attitude toward the Soviet
government do not bode well for the free
hand for the co-operatives. According
to their own words the Bolsheviki will
attempt to control the co-operatives, and
if they do we will find ourselves trading
with the Bolsheviki and not the peas-
ants.

‘Personally, I am glad the blockade
was lifted- I think it will do much to
show up the workings of the Bolshe-
viki. It will also take away one of
their strongest propaganda pleas—the
cry that the Allies were starying help-
less women and children by the block-
ade.”

Samuel Glushanok,
Glushanok & Hill, exporters and im-
porters, does not look for any resump-
tion of trade. Me, too, called attention
to the lack of transportation and stor-

{age facilities, and though he says “the

co-operative societies are the only or-
ganization in a disorganized country
which can deal with the proposition of
distribution,” he sees them up against
the cold economic and political facts
which will limit their work.

W. J. Weiland, sales manager of the
International Harvester Company, is
not optimigtic on the proposition of get-
ting materials out of Russia.

«] left Russia in 1916. I've beeh try-
ing to get my furniture out ever since,
and. I have lost much of my faith in the
possibility of getting things out of Rus-
sia” He said, however, that when the
political tangle was straightened out,
“Russia will recuperate quicker than any
other country.”

They finally made arrangements
with Miller to take charge of ‘all the
bnnd.s, from which he was to get $20,000
as his share, the police say, for convert-
ing them into cash,

For twenty days after the robbery Ju-
lofsky remained here, he said, working
ten days as elevator operator in Teacher;
College at Columbia University, and
then, fearing he might be recognized, he
got a job as dishwashér in the kitchen
of the Horace Mann School, in the same
building. He went to Detroit, after ar-
ranging a cqde system with Miller, which
he said read: “Send me fifteen papers
rubbed.” In ‘reply he received $15,000
the bonds, some of which he disposed ¢
to banks,

When Deputy Commissioner ILahey
had traced Julofsky to Los Angeles and
ordered his arrest, McCoy and O’Hara
were sent to get him. They found that
Julofsky had paid a jeweler $1000 for
a ring, which he had returnzc for altera-
tion in the settingy, and this also was
brought back by the detectives.

“The messenger got more than $40,000
of _ ~ proceeds from Miller, and Miller
wired_nim to returmm §20.000 of it, as he
necicd funds to hire a lawyer because
the police were after him,” said Deputy
Commissioner Lahey.
