*PINEAPPLE SHERBET
Cover two tablespoons of gelatin with
cold water, let stand until soft, then
add one cup of hot water and stir until
dissolved. Peel and chop finely one
large pineapple. Boil one pint of water
and one pint of sugar five minutes, and
the dissolved gelatin, pour the mixture
over the pineapples, let stand until cold,
partially freeze, add the beaten white of
one egg and freeze until firm. Let stand
packed in salt and ice for two hours
before using. i

CURRANT CUP CAKES
One and one quarter cups sugar, 78

cup butter, four eggs, quarter cup milk,
one level teaspoon mase, one cup pre-
pared flour, one and a quarter cups
pastry flour, two-thirds cup cleaned cur-
rants. Cream sugar and butter, cream
in the eggs one at a time (without beat-
ing), add milk and beat well. Sift flour
and then measure. Add flours and mace
sifted with flour into cake mixture. Add
currants last. Bake in small muffin
tins or fancy ecake tins in a moderate
oven.
