Deceased was born in Batavia, New York
and came to this town in 1837, residing here
continually ever since.

Ou his arrival in Ingersoll, before locating
his foundry business, which he subsequently
went into, he contemplated very seriously
whether Beachville was not the better poifit
of the two, as its prospects at that time ap
peared equal, if not superior to those of In-
gersoll, but he finally decided—and time has
settled the question that his judgment in
the point was a sound one—that Ingersoll
should be his future home, and be embarked
in the foundry business, which he subse-
quently developed into an extensive and

wtive one, and which laid the tounda-
tion of what proved to be a competency for
him. This business he carried on with much
vigor, and under circumstances of a much
e trying nature than is now experienced
by business men until he sold it out in 1850
to the late Willard Eastwood, when shortly
afterwards he was appointed first manager
of the Commercial Bank here, which posi-
tion he soon resigned and since which
time he has lived a very retired life in the
enjoyment of the fruits of his early labors,
taking but little part in the outside world.
At the time of the American war he made
large investments on the other side of the
line from which he reaped considerable
profits. He was one of the chief movers in
the formation of the Ingersoll rural ceme-
tery, his interest in which he maintained to
the last. He also established a foundry
business in Woodstock in connection with
Mr. H. P. Brown to whom he subsequently
sold his interest and devoted his time and
energies exclusively to his business in this
town.

His decease removes from off the roll one
of the few survivors who can in the true
sense be called the ‘“ Ingersoll Pioneers.”
