When reproached by the barkeep- 
er, he iepliested him to keep the gold for 
the damage. At another time he and a 
boon companion astonished the populace 
of Victoria by throwing $20 gold pieces at *• 
each other until stopped by the police.

On his return to Caribou, Abbot’s good 
fortune continued, and he has been known 
tstake $10,000 on a hand at Poker. Af- 
ter two or three years prosperity, accom- 
panied by similar wicked wastefulness, be

-balanced man who has suddenly become 
rich by accident, be died miserably poor, 
even lacking the simple comforts of life at 
the last.
