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THE BANKING BILL.

There seems to be a great deal of op-
position to the government's banking
bill generally, by those whojthink with
one ef the great Canadian banking in-
stutitions, the Bank of Montreal. It ap-
pears that the traditions of this bank
are distinctly in favor ofa national cur-
rency, Mr. Smithers, the late presi-
dent, having at one of the annual
bank  meetings two or three
years ago, come out strongly
in favor of such an amendment of the
banking act. The Montreal Gazette, we
also observe, finds a great deal of fault
with the bill in question. An amend-
ment has been introduced by the mem-
ber for Cardwell,who is also editor of the
Gazette, which provides that any bank
which deposits with the Finance
Minister Dominion bowds to the
amount of its maximun circula-
tion should thereupon be relieved
from its obligation to contribute to the
proposed guarantee fund. This amend-
ment, if carried, will certainly be taken
advantage of by the Bank of Montreal,
for the purpose of relieving itself from
any responsibility for the fi ial oper-
ations of other institutions with smaller
capital, and which are managed with
less ability. A

The fact that the new banking bill is
only for ten years, shows that the govern-
ment regard it largely as a tentative
measure and not final as the banking
status of the Dominion of Canada. It is
not unlikely that it will be passed in

thing like its p t form and if so
an opportunity will be afforded during
the next ten years of thoroughly testing
the soundness of the views which have
been put forward by the bankers for the
purpose of retaining the present system.
If the plan adopted in this billis found
not to work satisfactorily eitherin mak-
ing the mote circulation safe or the
bills current all over Canada then we
can revert to the national system of cur-
rency which a great many people be-

" In the year 1884 he withdrew from
court and went into the service of the
state. After a short preparation he be-
came Prussian ambassador to Bruns-
wick, Oldenburg and Lippe. In the
early morning of the day on which Nor-
mann left the crown prince the latter
came to his room, embraced and kissed
him, thanked him for his services, and
said: “When I am emperor you will be
the first whom I shall call to my side.”
A short time after the sick Emperor
Frederick arrived at Charlottenburg,
Herr von Normann was informed of the
illustrious . patient’s wish to have him
near him, and his removal to Berlin was
talked about. When for this reason he
was summoned to the emperor, and ap-
proached the bed of the patient, the em-
peror, on seeing him step into the room,
stretched both arms out toward him,
He sank on his knees before the bed
weeping, and the emperor held him long
in close embrace. It was the last time
they met, and a few weeks after the em-
geror’s death, on July 17, 1888, Karl von
ormann died of heart disease.—Berlin
Cor. London Standard.
