|CALIFORNIA LAW MAKERS -

HAD BUSY SESSION

Provision Made for Initiative,
and Referendum and Recall
of Elective Officers

.(Times Leased  Wire.)

Sacramento, Cal, March - 28.—After
one of the lengthiest and viewed frem
the standpoint of political leaders, the
most ' progressive sessions, the 33th
California legislature adjourned sine
die shortly before dawn to-day.:

‘Officially the legislature - closed at
midnlght_ The senate -adjourned at 1
o"¢lock - this® morning and the assembly
three hours later.

The ‘session was marked by the pass-
lage of ‘a scoré’ of important measures
and a host "of smaller ones in the in-
terests of cleaner politics, the better-
ment of labdr ‘conditions and the re-
‘formation "of judiclal precedure.

The consideration of more than 3,000 ,
bills by ‘the law-makers was one of the
records established. X,

Among the measures that faileq were
laf “&nti-dlien ‘land owning taw; which
'passed the senate but failed in the as-
sembly, a double session of the legis-
lature to permit its members to study
all ‘bills ' introduced and the defeat. of -
the anti-injunction bm sought by or-
ganizéd labor.

Progressive meastres passed includ-
ed: Resolution to submit to the people
‘a donstitutional amendment providing
for “the  initiative and referendum;
résolution to: submit to' a vote of ‘the
peéople & “constitution amendment pro-
viding for the recall of all elective offi-
cérs,’ including the judiciary; railroad
rate bill, extending the powers of the
state railroad . commission, providing
for .physical ,valuation of railroads and
the establishment of rates on that
valuation; & resolution to submit to the
vote: of the people a constitutional
amendment that will extend the juris-
diction of the railroad commission  to
all public .utilities corporations; bill
limiting the laboring women to eight
hours per day and 48 hours per week,
except in-the perishable fruit 1ndustry

Tom and Ed Hall, brothers, are dead
and Williath Zumwalt is in jall as the
result’ of a ' thrée-cornered duel with
revolvers, which occurred near Kenna,
N. M. The men were all c¢attlemen
and -owners of small ranches near
Kenna. The fight was the result of a
dispute concerning the ownership of
some cattle.

A small boy, the only witness of the
tragedy, says all three men were
mounted and that shortly after they
met the shooting began. An empty
sixshooter was found beside the body
of Ed. Hall, while clutched in the
hand of his brother was a revolver
fully loaded.

Zumwalt surrendered to the sheriff.
Further than to admit that he did the
shooting he would make no statement.
