Chicago, June 22.—The traction com­
panies gave the council committee on 
local transportation yesterday the 
figures at which they would agree to 
sell to the city their present tangible 
property.

Railway Deposit.

Montreal. June 21.—Damage to the 
extent of $400,000 was caused by a fire 
which broke out to-night in Nicolet, a 
town on the south shore of the St.

The 
cathedral filled rapidly and by 10.26 
the majority of the spectators had ar­
rived and were seated, the women in 
evining costumes and many of the men 
in bright uniforms and wearing orders. 
The effect was imposing in spite of the 
half light in the interior of the old 
cathedral. Long rows of seats extend­
ed along the entire both sides of the 
building, -îsing tier upon tier. The 
centre was unoccupied except by the 
throne seats ani} a few .chairs back of 
the columns. A red carpet was stretch­
ed down the aisles and the centre of 
both transepts.

The arrival of the bishops was fol­
lowed by the appearance <of a number 
of priests all robed in white. They 
entered the north sanctuary at 10.30 
and formed a

Semi-Circle About the Altar 
and with bent heads offered up pray­
ers for the King and Queen. Their en­
trance silenced the crowd.

In the meantime lines off soldiers and 
sailors from a specially constructed 
landing place, passed the palace to the 
cathedral and formed a lane to the 
cathedral entrance.

The royal and special embassies soon 
afterwards began to arrive.

The visiting princes and princesses 
were hailed with cheers as they drove 
along the lane of troops and a band 
stationed opposite the canopied portal 
of the cathedral played the national 
anthem, respectively, of each country 
represented by the arriving embassy 
and at the same time the troops pre­
sented arms.

The Prince and Princess of Wales 
entered last, at 10.55 a.m., and their j 
party was still in the street when peals 
of bells from the city churches an­
nounced that King Haakon was pre­
paring to leave the palace.

The King and Queen after a brief 
delay in arranging the carriages and 
cavalry escort started for the cathedral 
preceded by their suites. A great cheer 
announced the departure of the royal 
party.

In addition to the outbreaks at Se­
bastopol and Ryazan the dispatches 
report that the garrison of Krasnoy­
arsk, capital of the,province of Yenisei 
and, one of the principal cities of 
Siberia, mutinied and killed its offi­
cers.

THE BIALYSTOK MASSACRE.

Paris, June 21.—The foreign office 
has been advised that China yesterday 
signed a treaty according complete 
satisfaction to France for the massacre 
of six French Jesuit missionaries at 
Nanchang in February last. China 
pays $200,000 indemnity to the missions 
and $400,000 indemnity to the mission­
aries families, builds a memorial hos­
pital and punishes the ringleaders of 
the rioting.

He spoke amid breathless 
silence, but did not mention Bialystok 
by name, though everyone within 
sound of his voice knew he was re­
ferring to the scene he had just 
left and the anti-Semitic massacres 
which the country has witnessed and 
was witnessing. He declared that the 
massacres were due directly to the in­
equality of the Jews before the law 
which parliament was seeking to cor- 
rest, adding: “It has been charged 
that the Jews are becoming anarchists. 
This is partially true. Government by 
oppression is driving the persecuted 
members of this race to anarchy.”

In conclusion, M. St. Chepkin ap­
pealed for instant action.

The entire subject was then by 
unanimous vote referred to a commit­
tee of thirty-three members with in­
structions to report as soon as pos­
sible. After consultation to-day the 
party leaders decided that the St. 
Chepkin commission's report shall be 
presented Monday.
