“No card-playing or dicing for 
money, lottery or sale of not-permitted 
lottery tickets, raffle, sweepstake or 
other device for the determining of 
property in money or money’s worth, 
shall be permited in saloons or restaur­
ants.

“Games of cards (not prohibited by 
law), dominoes, chess, chequers, or 
similar amusements, in the playing of 
which money or money’s worth is not 
staked or the ownership thereof con­
cerned, are permissible.”

Clause 5 was amended to read that 
a clear view of bars and barrooms must 
be given during prohibited hours, but 
curtains may be drawn during selling 
hours.

Clause 6 was amended to read as fol­
lows:

“No person obviously under the in­
fluence of liquor shall be permitted to 
remain in saloons or restaurants or in 
the barroom of a hotel, and no female 
customer shall be permitted to come 
upon or remain in saloons or borrooms. 
Any female supplied with drink or 
drinking shall be deemed a customer.”

Clause 7 was next taken up and 
made to read:

“Saloons shall be closed and securely 
locked during the following closed 
days and hours: On Tuesdays, Wed­
nesdays, Thursdays and Fridays, from 
12 each midnight until 5 o’clock on the 
following morning; on Saturdays after 
11 o’clock p. m.; on Sundays all day; 
on Mondays from 12 o’clock of Sunday 
night to 5 o’clock a. m.; and on Christ­
mas all day.”

The clause further provides that: 
“Hotel barrooms and restaurants— 
save as is excepted by any statute in 
relation to bona fide travellers at 
hotels and guests taking meals at res­
taurants, and to the occupant or his 
family, or other statutory exceptions.”

Clause 8 was amended so as to 
allow of the entrance of an officer only 
when some one is on the premises dur­
ing prohibited hours.

The remaining regulations were 
quickly passed. Mayor Morley and a 
majority of the aldermen insisted that 
if a man sold liquor in bottles as well 
as from a bar he must have a double 
license.

The provisions as regards saloons 
provide:

“That the premises shall consist only 
of barroom, kitchen, lavatory and 
storerooms, and in cases where a 
special permit is issued to that effect, 
of a billiard room.” The clause regard­
ing the prohibition of back doors passed 
after some discussion. Although cus­
tomers are allowed at only one door, it 
is stipulated that in those cases where 
it is deemed necessary by the board, a 
side or beack door may be used for the 
purpose of getting in supplies.

As rtgaPds hotels, It it stipulated 
that there shall be not less than 30 
beds in the establishment.

As to restaurants, it is provided that 
there shall be no bar or barroom on 
the premises, and that no doors shall 
be allowed to the private boxes.

The penalties for infraction of the 
law were made $100 instead of $200 as 
originally stated.

The last clausa of the by-law 
amended to read: 
the regulations contained in sections 5, 
D, 10, 11 and 12 hereof shall entail a 
refusal of renewal, and upon such in­
fraction being proved the board of 
licensing commissioners shall refuse 
such renewals accordingly.”

A red light shining from the top of the 

post offlee building last night showed 
that a storm was in progress. In the 
Straits of Juan de Fuca the wind attain­
ed a velocity of 35 miles an hour. In the 
city and the immediate vicinity the gale 
which was blowing on shore had a wind 
velocity of 25 miles. x

The lowest atmospheric pressure yester­
day was reached about 6 p. m. Shortly 
after that time the barometer began to 
rise and immediately a wind sprang up 
from the southwest. As the night ad­
vanced this increased in fury, and shortly 
before midnight reached its height. For 
some hours the gale raged along the en­
tire coast line, gradually passing west­
wards.

A curious feature of last night’s storm 
was that, whereas off Tatoosh the wind 
was southwesterly, at the mouth of the 
Columbia river it was blowing from the 
northwest. The reports of the meteoro­
logical offlee show that in different areas 
the tendency of the storm was of a cir­
cling nature. Early this morning the 
gale swept on its way over the province, 
evidently maintaining its velocity, as 
damage was done to the wires some­
where beyond Kamloops. Whatever the 
nature of the damage was it was soon 
rectified, and messages were received 
shortly after 11 o’clock in Victoria.

The gale, which was characterized by 
moist winds, will lose its moisture in 
striking the Rockies. It will probably 
pass down into Alberta and Saskatche­
wan in the form of a Chinook.

In the neighborhood of Port Simpson a 
heavy snow storm was in progress last 
night. It is calculated that as much as 
10 inches of snow fell, and shipping in 
that vicinity must have experienced con­
siderable discomfort through the blinding 
storm which is reported to have lasted 
many hours. Heavy snow also fell in the 
Sooke district, and to-day the mountains 
there are enveloped with a mantle of 
white.

Fram a spectacular standpoint the ef­
fect of last night’s gale as seen from the 
Dallas road was of a magnificent descrip­
tion. Overhead, hurrying banks of dense 
vaporous clouds sped on their way to-

sleet and snow fell at intervals, the atmo­
sphere being at times bitterly cold, as a 
particularly strong blast came up from 
the northwest. Stretching far over the 

hing could be seen but the 
foam-flecked waters, rising now and then 
into mountainous waves, which made all 
who saw them pity the poor mariners who 
were out in such a night. Towards day­
light the sea began to assume Its normal 
aspect and by noon to-day only a light 
swell off the outer wharf told of the gale 
which had raged throughout last night. 
Up to the time of going to press no 
wrecks had been reported as a result of 
the storm.

Putney, Eng., March 16.—Cambridge 
university, with practically the same 
crew as the one which defeated the 
Harvard men last fell by two lengths, 
to-day beat Oxford by 4% lengths over 
the same course from Putney to Mort- 
lake, a distance of about 4% miles, in 
their sixty-fourth annual boat race.

The time was somewhat slow, a gusty 
wind and rough water destroying all 
chances of beating the record over the 
course.

The Oxonians won the toss and chdse 
the Surrey side of the river, which in 
view of the strong southwesterly wind 
blowing experts calculated was worth 
two lengths. Even with this advantage 
the Oxford crew had no chance against 
Cambridge, which probably was the 
finest British crew that ever pulled in 
an “eight.”

The official time was 20 minutes 26 
seconds. The record time over the 
course is 18 minutes 47 seconds.

The board of license commissioners 
sat again Thursday to consider an ap­
plication made by H. D. Helmcken on 
behalf of J. A. Wallis, for the opening 
of a certain back door on the premises 
of the Tourist Cafe. This was closed 
under the terms of a temporary trans­
fer which was granted the applicant 
by Mayor Morley when the license was 
transferred from W. R. Jackson to the 
present holder.

Apparently two of the commissioners 
yesterday, Messrs. Ross and Phillips, 
had determined that the door should 
be opened. Mayor Morley was, how­
ever, as earnestly determined to the 
contrary, with the result that, save for 
interminable discussion from 3.30 p.m. 
to 5 p.m., nothing was done save to 
leave matters as they were until Mon­
day at 3.30 p.m.

Despite the efforts of the other com­
missioners to get the required permis­
sion, Mayor Morley refused to grant it 
until he had an opinion from the city 
solicitor as to whether they had a right 
to open the question again.

The matter was closed on Tuesday, 
when the temporary transfer had been 
made a permanent transfer subject to 
the closing of the back door. He was 
not going to be made a public laugh­
ing stock by doing an illegal thing.

H. D. Helmcken, in opening, stated 
that his client wished to keep a flrsf- 
class house, and to that end wished 
the door open. It was impossible to 
keep the place decent and have sup­
plies enter by the front door.

Here Mr. Peters, K. C., objected that 
the transfer was illegal. He appeared 
for the owners of the property and ob­
jected that Mr. Wallis could not enter 
the premises save as a trespasser. He 
would ask an adjournment till he could 
more thoroughly look into the matter. 
He had only been retained a short time 
before and was not prepared to argue 
the question.

Mayor Morley stated that he was 
afraid the board had nothing to do 
with Mr. Peters' request. The trans­
fer had been made on the understand­
ing that the applicant had purchased 
the good will of the premises. The 
question as to whether he was the pro­
per lessee was .one between landlord 
and tenant, and must therefore be 
argued in the common courts.

Mr. Helmcken, K. C., agreed with His 
Worship. The first question was closed. 
All that remained was to open that 
door. He and his friend, Mr. Peters, 
were arguing two entirely different 
questions. He was willing to grant any 
reasonable request, but Mr. Peters’ 
point had nothing to do with the main 
question. He would ask His Worship 
to deal with the back door problem and 
leave the other alone.

His Worship informed Mr. Peters 
that the only way the board could deal 
with his request was that it be laid in 
the nature of a complaint.

Mr. Peters: “We do make a . com­
plaint. Mr. Wallis is not the lessee 
and has no right to the premises.”

Continuing, Mayor Morley stated 
that the transfer had been obtained 
under the temporary agreement,- and 
now it was sought to open it on other 
grounds.

“No, no, Your Woship,” interjected 
Mr. Helmcken. “We treated you fair­
ly. We are raising no new ground.”

Mayor Morley, however, contended 
that the question wras closed. He had 
advised Mr. Wallis to close the door 
and had distinctly stated that they 
could not compel him to close it, but 
now that it • was closed *the question 
was entirely altered. He must have 
the city solicitor’s opinion as to whe­
ther they could deal with the question 
and whether they were legally sitting. 

Mr. Phillips: “We can deal with it.” 
Mayor Morley: “That’s a question.”

THE DITCHES AND 
WATER COURSE BILL

COUNCIL TO CALL E0R 
TENDERS E0R PUMPS

John Oliver Has Important Measure 
to Be Introduced Into the 

Legislature.

Question Debated at the Special 
Meeting Held Last Night—The 

Special Bill. The famous crews have fought it out 
sixty-four times, the first race having 
been rowed in 1829. Since 1856 the 
event has been pulled off regularly 
each year without a break. Of the 
total number of races Oxford has won 
34, while Cambridge has secured 29, 
with a sensational dead heat in 1877.

The first race rowed in outriggers 
was in 1846, and was won by the Cam­
bridge crew by two lengths. The 
earlier struggles were under the most 
primitive conditions. In 1867 was held 
the first race in which eother univer­
sity rowed in the present style of 
eights without keel. In the same race 
round oars were also used for the first 
time. Sliding seats were used for the 
first time in 1873. In 1849 Oxford won 
the race on a foul, and ten years later 
received another bloodless victory, the 
Cambridge boat having sunk. Twenty 
minutes was beaten for the first time 
in 1873, when Cambridgè won by three 
lengths in 19 minutes 36 seconds. This 
time stood as the best until 1891, when 
Oxford won by over two lengths in 19 
minutes and 21 seconds. All previous 
records were eclipsed in 1893, when Ox­
ford won by over one length in 18 
minutes and 47 seconds. Seven years 
later Cambridge tied this time record.

Beginning with the race of 1890 Ox­
ford won for nine successive years. 
This was a repetition of a past per­
formance, for it also had nine succes­
sive victories to its credit, beginning 
with the year 1861.

Should the engineer be of the opinion 
that the land of any owner will not be 
sufficiently affected by the construction 
of the ditch to make him liable to per­
form any part thereof, and that it is 
necessary or not, as the case may be, 
to construct the ditch across or into 
his land, he may; by his award, re­
lieve such owner from performing any 
part of the work of the flitch, and place 
its construction on the other owners ; 
and any person carrying out the pro­
visions of the award upon the land of 
the owner so relieved shall not be con­
sidered a trespasser while causing no 
unnecessary damage, and he shall re­
place any fences opened or removed by 
him.

Provision is also made for appeals 
to the courts and the carrying out of 
the details of the work.

There was an increase of over thirty- 
eight million dollars in imports, and 
over twelve millions in exports.

For the month of February there was 
an Increase of over four millions in the 
imports and over a quarter million in.

The principal increase in the exports 
for the eight months was in the forest 
products, which was about seven mil­
lion over the same time last year.

It is a fact that 
while every twenty-eight days one of 
the big steamers of this line reaches 
Vancouver from Liverpool with never 
less than fifteen hundred tons of cargo, 
the list of sailing vessels placed on the 
berth in the United Kingdom for Van­
couver has shown no decrease since the 
H6lt steamship service was establish­
ed. Only recently, announcement was 
made that the London Hill would 
shortly go on the berth at Glasgow for 
this port. On a rising market for 
staples, sailing vessels are good store­
houses, and this fact being recognized 
by importers, has a great deal to do 
with the amount of patronage extend­
ed to sailing craft voyaging from the 
United Kingdom to Vancouver via Cape
