The Chatham Electiic Light Company have
made quite a large improvement in the
works here by havinga new Eangine Room
built ai]inining the main boilding, and
chaoging the high-speed engine for a
‘Whelock’ 13x30 cylinder, and of about 95
H. P. This engiae is one of the finest now
built in Canada, and was imported from ; the
Goldie & McCailoch Co., Limited, Galt,
Ont. It has a 10 feet fly-wheel, having an
18 in:h face, and connecis by an endless belt
of same width with a countershaft, and.from
the countershaft back to 4 Edison low-ten-
sion dynamos. The boiler-honse adjoins the
main building on the north side and contains
two boilers 16 feet lung and 60 inches diame-
ter, which are about 890 H. P. esch. Ouly
one boiler is used, which leaves the spare one
in case of accident. Mr, Walter H.  White
the company’s late electrician superintended
the placing of the new engine and made a first
class job of it.
