FREDERICTON FIRM
CLAIMS DAMAGES

M. Fickler & Company Wiil Procetd
Against H. Vemning & Co,
of Montreal

FREDERICTON, Jan. 5.—Moses
Fickler of M. Fickler & Co. this morn-
ing stated that as a sequel to the case
brought against him by H. Vineburg &
Co. of Montreal, he intended institut-
ing a case for a large amount of dam-
ages against the Vineburg concern.

In the case of H, Vineburg & Co. V.
M. Fickler & Co. the plaintiffs claimed
$4,000 due on promissory notes.

Yesterday Mr. Fickler with his coun-
sel was in court and ready to proceed
with the case, when the counsel for the
plaintiffs moved to withdraw their re-
cord. This met with strong objections
on the part of the defendant’s coun-
sel, but finally it was decided to allow

the withdrawal of the rvecord, thus
standing the case over for another
term. -

Mr. Fickler said this morning that he
was ready and willing to have the case
go on yesterday. He has had his books
in court, while H. Vineburg & Co. had
their books there too. Mr. Fickler's
books had been gone over by an ac-
countant, J. A. Reid, who knew just
how they stood. Mr. Fickler wanted
to have the case tried out yesterday,
and if he had lost he had the money
to pay up with.

Concerning the case Mr. Fickler
stated that during many years past
there had been transactions between
himself and H, Vineburg & Co. He
had been buying from them and had
been giving them arccommodation paper
bearing his name, and for some time
he had been trying to have the Mont-
real firm come to a settlement with
him.

Mr. Fickler's counsel are A. J. Greg-
ory, K. C., and R. W, McLellan, while
H. A. Powell, K. C., and Slipp & Han-
son have represented H Vineburg &
Co.
