CONFIRMATION BY BISHOP " 
KINGDON.

At the close of the synod at Wood- 
stock, Bishop Kingdon held confirma­
tions in the neighborhood. In the suc­
ceeding eight days he held confirma­
tions, drove 140 miles, and confirmed 
133 candidates. On Sunday, July 12tlv, 
the confirmation was in St. Luke’s, 
Woodstock, when 17 were confirmed. 
In the afternoon the bishop drove to 
Richmond and confirmed 12: in the 
evening he drove to the house of an 
old invalid and confirmed him and his 
wife.
drove the bishop to South Richmond, 
whjre five were confirmed. On Tues­
day an early start took the bishop to 
Debec, Where he took the train for 
Benton, where six were confirmed; and 
in the evening five were confirmed ln 
Canterbury. On Wednesday the bis­
hop went by train to Bristol, where the 
Rev. E. W. Simonson met him and 
drove, him 70 miles about his mission 
and presented 70 candidates; Fifteen 
at Glaesville, seventeen at Beaufort, 
eight at East Florence ville, fifteen at 
Centrevllle and fifteen at Greenfield.

The old King house on Germain 
street is rapidly being demolished, but 
the workmen find the task of pulling 
down the structure one of great diffi­
culty, so strongly has it been built 
and so well preserved are the timbers.
