We may only add one testimony that
Toronto is like Taxsus of old, ‘ no mean
city.”

Toronto the Besutiful.

Toronto is the capital of the I'rovince
of Ontario, and the second largest city
in the Domioion of Canada. It issitu-
ated on & large and ﬂnel{ahvlum-d bay
on the north shore of Lake Ontario, the
site on which it is built sloping gradual-
ly from ‘he margin of the bay for & dis-
tance of three miles t) & low range of
bills immediately cutside the north
limits ot the city. It is equidistant
from the cities of York, Chicago.
Washington, Baltimore and Cincinnat
(about 550 miles from each ), and is only
a few hours ride 1om some of the finest
scenery and most attractive resorts on
the northern part of the Continent.
Niagara Falls 1s 40 miles to the south
of Toronto,and may ve reached by rail
or by the magnificent steamers of the
Niagara River Line, which, throughout
the summer months, make six trips
daily between the two places. A few
hours ride to the Fast is the enchant-
ing region of tbe Chousand Islands:
and beyond tbis the worid-famed rapids
of the Bt. Lawrence River, and the won-
derful Baguenay—the deepest river in
the world—with its lofty peaks and pre-
cipitous banks oo either side. To the
north are fhe Muskoka Lakes and
Georgian Bay, with their hundreds of
villa-crowned islands, and with scenery
of such strange beauy that visitors are
attracted from all paris of the Conti-
nent.

No city in the Dominion of Canada,
and few on this Coniinent, has grown
with such rapidity as hus Toronto.
Lees than a centory ago its site was &
forest. In 1584, it beesme a city, with
with a)population of 1.54 Tc i
& poputation ot about 200,00
ares of 24 square miles. - W,
city limits are over 800 mil
which cross each oiher at Tig
Yonge Btreet, the main thoroughisre,
running north and s uth, was construe-
ted aa & grea’ military road in the year
1776. It constitutes the dividing line
of the city, the streets being numbered
east and west.

The electric oar system of Toronto is
second to nove on the Continent. I'he
entire system is under the control of
one company, which has laid, in con-
janction with the city, inthe last three
years, over 70 miles of permanent road
way with the mcst improved type of
steel rail, The cars are models of ele-
gance and comiort. A person can for
five cents make & cominnous journey
(0 any part of the city.

Toronto is uniqae among Amori-

can cities in wseveral particulars.
In the number of its great Protestant
congregations only the largest Ameri
can cities rival it. [t contains & large
number of church edifices with a seat-
ing capa ity of from 1500 to 2 000, and
overflowing ocongregations are no nov
elty. The quiet of & village reigna on
the Lord’s Day. There are no Sunday
street cars, and no Bunday nesspapers.
Al saloons and bars are closed on Sat-
urday night at seven o’clock and do not
re-open till six o'clock Monday morn
ing. The law requiri: g this is stric:ly
enforced.

Toronto has often been called *“‘the
City of Churches,” and certainly de-
serves the name. Oa almost sll the
principal streets have been raised tem
ples to the Living God. Nearly all de-
domiustions, even to the Ilrviogites
are represented, but the evavgelical
churches far outnumber all others
The Baptists, though not so numerous
as some other denominations, of late
years have made rapid and substanti.l
progress. In the year 1870 there were
only three Baptist ohurches in the
cily ; now there are seventeen, with a
membership of 4500, and church edi-
fices with & seating capacity of 11000,
Toronto is also the seat of MoMaster
University, the educativnal centre of
the Baptists of Ontario and Qnebec,
with its four departmente, its 30 pro-
fessors and teachers, snd an endowment
of over $1000,000. In good works also
the Baptists of Toronto are in the very
front, giving as they do to denomina-
tionat objects more largely in propor-
tion to their numbers, than any other
body of Bap.stsin America.

As an educational centre Toronto is
second to no city on tha Continent. It
is the home of Toronto University, with
its 56 professors and iostructors, and
;;_r sperty exceeding $3,000,000 in value;

rinity University, belonging to the
High Church (Episcopalian); Wyclifie
College, belanging to the Low Cburch

| grounds, lagoons,

Ug)p«r Canada - College, the Rugby
of Ontario. In addition to these
there are the Provincial Normal
Schools, Medical, Dental and Veterin-
ary Colleges, snd’numemus Ladies Col-
leges. Altogether it is estimated that
upwards of 4,000 students are in attend-
ance apnually at the various Universi-
ties and Colleges, hundreds of them be-
ing from the United States.

Torouto has an unusually large num-
ber of fine public buildings. The main
building of Toronto University is the
finest example of Normal architecture
on the Continent. Toe new Parliament
Buildings, which cover an area of over
three acres, and cost about $2,000,000,
are well worth seeing. In addition to
these might be mentioned among others
the new City Hall, in course of erection,
to cost upwards of $2,000.000; Osgoode
Hall, the seat of the Superior Law
Cours, & fine example of Italisn archi-
tecture; Victoria College, Knox Col-
lege. McMaster Hall, St. James' and
8t. Michael’s Cathedrals, Metropolitan
and Trinity Methodist ( hes, Jarvis

S reet and Walmer Road Baptist
Churches, St. Andrew’s Presbyterian
Cburch, Customs House, Post-Office,
Confederation and Canada Life Assor
ance Baildings, and many others which
adurn the streets in all parts of the city.
In the matter of parks, Toranto s es-
pecially favored. They are seven in
number, and are so located as to be
easily accessible to the poorest of the
peopie as well as the more prosperous.
The most important are Howard Park,
Reservoir Park, Queen’s Park, Horti-
cultoral Gardeos. and Island Park.
Howard Park (High Park) is & fine
natural park of about 400 acres, at the
western limit of the oity, and lying
alorg the banks of the Humber River.
It is reached by the cars running on
King ard Queen Streets. Queen’s Park
is in the centre of the city, at the juac-
tion of two broad avenues leading from
Queen and Yonge S.reets. It belongs
to Poronto University, and is leased to
the city for a loog term. This psrk
contains about 50 acres, aud in it are
situsted the Parlisment Buildings, To-
ronto University Building. Mciuter
Hall, Victoria and Wycliffe Colleges,
and the Magnetical Observatory. 1he
Horticultural Gardens cover about 10
acres of ground in the eastern part of
the city, and face Elierbourne, Gerrard
and Cariton Streets. They are besuti-
fully Jaid out and are adorned with
trees, shrubs, flowers and fountaios.
Island Park is situated on Hiswatha
Island, which rups like a fender almost
the entice length of the city, and forms
the beautiful harbor of Toronto. This
pak, on account of its location, is &
favorite resort of citizens of all classes.
It is laid out tastefully in pleasure
and fl )wer beds.
Along the lake shore are numerous cot-
tages and hctels; and ferry bosts are
constantly plying in all directions.
Within & few miles of Toronto are a
number of cther parks, such as Victoria
1o the est, and Lorne Park to the west,
which may be reached by steamer any
hour in the day. At none of these
parks is liquor allowed to be sold.

To many accustomed to the dirt
and crowdirg of great cities, Toronto
appears like an immense village, and
in this fact lics one of ils greatest at-
tractions. The streets are broad and
clean, and, in residencs portion, beauti-
fully shaded with trees. The houses,
which as & rale, are built well back
from the street, are various in their ar-
chitecture and tasteful in appearance.
The finest 1esidence stre«ts are Jarvia,
Sherbourne, Bioor and 8t. George, and
on these may be seen scme of the finest
homes in America.
