Mexico City, Nov. 30—The possi­
ble treatment of the Mexican Question 
by President Wilson’s coming mess­
age has aroused considerable Interest 
among the Mexican government of­
ficials, but there Is a notable absence 
of alarm because of the deep rooted 
conviction that neither Intervention 
nor the supplying of arms and 
munition to the rebels will be 
mended. v

The continuation of the financial 
blockade President Huerta will not 
regard as a vital blow to his adminis­
tration, however, enfeebling it may 
be. Anything short of these measures 
will be regarded with comparative 
complacency by General Huerta, who 
la prepared to pursue a dogged course 
ot resistance against Ills enemies, al­
though he realizes It means Indefinite 
warfare.

It ft announced 
that all these gambling places will 
be closed temporarily, In order that 
they may be re-opened under a new 
arrangement. It Is understood that 
this arrangement will be the granting 
of a concession to one concern of all 
the gambling in the city. This would 
make the collection of the tax more 
simple and certain.

No confirmation is available of yes­
terday’s report that the government 
had obtained a 7,000,000 peso loan, 
nor is there evidence of any marked 
optimism that further foreign loans 
will be obtained. The banks still 
stand as the hope for small loans from 
time to time.

The military situation throughout 
the country has shown no importance 
in the past week, so far as the gov­
ernment is concerned, and there are 
slight indications that much progress 
will be made during the coming week.

London, Nov. 30.—Two commissions, 
one International and the other Eng­
lish In organization soon will begin, 
a series of investigations in the hope 
of being able to codify the various 
natural laws which are believed by 
scientists to govern wireless telegra­
phy. The English commission, which 
la known as the Committee of the 
British Association, will devote Its In­
vestigations to the qualttive phases 
of the problem, while the other asso­
ciation, called the International Radio 
Telegraph Commission, will study the 
quantitive aspects of the question.

The British commission will seek 
to establish by simultaneous obser­
vances at various parts of the earth 
those regularities of phenomena, com­
monly, described as “natural laws.” It 
Is hoped that if these1 laws are once 
codified it will be possible to extend 
greatly the commercial possibilities of 
wireless by obtaining valuable infor­
mation concerning the electrical condi­
tions of the atmosphere, which have 
such a powerful effect on the workr 
Ing of wireless systems.

NOTHING TO PREVENT
ENTRY OF SHIPLOADS

Difficult Now to See How They 
Can Be Kept Dût Without 
Giving Serious Offence to 
British Citizenship.

Vancouver, B. C., Nov. 30.—Chief 
Juatlce Hunter has given a sweeping 
decision condemning as Illegal all the 
federal orders In council which have 
hitherto kept Hindus out of British 
Columbia. The only grounds on which 
a Hindu may now be excluded are 
these of idiocy, disease, crime or 
mendicancy, merely grodnds which 
apply against British born citizens 
entering eastern # Canadian ports, for 
instance, there is nothing now to pre­
vent entire shiploads of Hindus enter, 
ihg British Columbia, and judging 
from the persistence with which they 
have for three years been pressing 
the question of their entry, these ship­
loads may not be slow in taking ad­
vantage of the chance to come.

The decision specifically is i-n favor 
of a priest named Singh. Three days 
ago Chief Justice gave an oral judg­
ment giving Singh his freedom on 
habeas corpus proceedings.

On Saturday Chief Justice Hunter 
added a written judgment whiçh went 
further than his brief court pronounce, 
ment If Saturday's decision is good 
In law, It is difficult at this distance 
to see how the new regulations can 
be made effective by the government 
te keep the Hindus out without dis­
tinctly mentioning them In a manner 
that might give serious offence to 
their British citizenship.

FREIGHTERS 
RUSH GRAIN

In Order to Avoid Extending 
Insurance Twenty-five Ships 
Race for Ports of Destina­
tion,

Fort William, Ont., Nov. 30.—In the 
final rush to get on their way down 
the lakes before midnight and thus 
avoid the necessity of having their 
insurance extended, 
freighters carrying about eight million 
bushels of grain -cleared for the east 
today. All week ships have been lay­
ing two, three and even four abreast 
at the docks awaiting their turn to 
slip under the spouts at the eleva­
tors and the elevator men have been 
working anywhere from fourteen to 
twenty hours a day to keep the 
streams of grain running into the 
hoMs of the vessels.

November had been a record month 
for grain shipment and more than two 
hundred and fifty vessels have cleared 
from this harbor during the last week 
and more than eighty vessels with 
something like sixty million bushels 
of grain have gone east. It Is estimat­
ed that about half of these vessels 
were bound for American ports.
