JUVENILE COURT
MATTER DISCUSSED

Many Persons Interested in
Child Welfare Attended
Meeting in Y. M. C. A. Last
Night—Address by Wilbert
E. Braden.

Practically everyone interested in
child welfare was present last night
at a special meeting in the Y, M. C.
A. when the matter of a juvenile
court for St. John was thoroughly
discussed.

Wilbert E, Braden, Toronto, secre-
| tary for employed boys, National Coun-
| cil of the “Y,” started the ball arolling
{ with a general talk on juvenile de-
| linquency He stated that recent tests
prove that 50 per cent. of delinquent
boys who have been brought bdefore
the courts are feeble-minded; that
many who are put on parole and are
classed as making good, do not really
become good citizens, but pursye such
occupations as news sellers, or work-
ers in pool rooms and bowling alleys.

He gave ag the principal reasons
for delinquency the lack of play-
grounds, the lack of proper super-
vision of street trade, absence of the
father from the home, home inviron-
ment and demoralizing motion pictures,
He Dbelieved that “under privileged”
lwas a better name than “delinquent,’,
as whenever a case is brought before
a court one of the principal causes
for the boy’s downfall is found to be
severe restraint in the home In wit-
ness of this belief, the speaker told
of several instances which have come
under his personal observation,

The problem of the feeble-minded
is joined hand-in-hand with that of
delinquency. The speaker knew of a
case where seven boys broke into a
house in Toronto and did over a
thousand dollars’ worth of damage;
the leader of the gang was a feeble-
minded boy,

There is a great need In the city
for a doctor to examine suspected
and actua] delinquents, both physical-
ly and mentally; and another need is
that for a sympathetic judge, tha
speaker stating emphatically that a
police magistrate could not properly
and capably act ag a juvenile judge.
He also spoke of the necessity of a
probationary department, sO that
every boy who appeared before the
juvenile court could be placed under
the care of a sympathetic probation-
ary officer, who would also have as
his duties the improving of home con-
ditions for the delinquents and the
organizing of working men and wo-
men into a band of big brothers and
sisters who could be called upon for
assistance when necessary It could
also be arranged that the probation
officer could have the power to set-
tle minor offences without the neces-
gity of appealing to the court,
