SAFETY LOCK
FOR LIGHT BULBS

Vocational Man Applies for
Patents on New Device to

Save Bulbs.

Halifax, July 12—A Halifax invent-
or and vocational student, James W
Howard, is applying for Canuadian and
American patents for @ new electrical
device which promises to eiiminate a
great deal of loss now suitered by
large users of electric light bulbs. He
oxpects to be ready to have it on the
market in the near future, as the pat-
ents are likely to be grantoi within
the next few weeks,

Mr. Howard's Invention i{s an im-
provement in safety locks for Tung-
sten and other electric light globes
and is especially designed for use in
public buildings, factorles and other
places where a large number of lights
are used. In such places many of the
lights are often stolen, or gtherwise
misappropriated and this invention
will render such globes useless to
thosé who may take them as they can-
not be used on any other socket than
the original one, nor on the original
on itself again, owing to the presence
of the safety lock.
