An English paper states that, at Astley
Moss, Captain H. Ross tried an improved
gun recently brought out by Mr. Edger, of
Manchester. In ten successive shots, at a
500 yard range, he placed the ball six times
within a eentre of six inches, and the whole
of the ten shots within a centre of twelve
inches.
