Accordingly the House went up to the Senate Chamber; where being,
The Honourable the Speaker of the Senate said:

Bonourable Gntlen en of the Senate, and
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

Sir Willian Johnstone Ritchie, Deputy Governor, does not see fit to declare the
causes of summoning the present Parliament of Canada, until a Speaker of the House
of Commons shall have been chosen according to Law ; but To-morrow, at the hour of
Three o'clock in the afternoon, His Excellency the Governor General will declare the
causes of his calling this Parliament.

And the Members having returned;
The Right Hionourable Sir John A. Macdonald, addressing himself to the Clerk

of the Ilouse. (who, standing up, pointcd to him and then sat down) proposed to the
House for their Speaker, George Ai ey Kirlpatrick, Esquire, Member representing
the Electoral District of the County of Frontenac, and moved, " That George Airey
Kirkpatrick, Esquire, do take the Chair of this House as Speaker," in whieh Motion
-e was seconded by the Honourable Sir Hector Louis Langevin.

And the Question being ealled for, " That George Airey Kirkpatrick, Esquire, do
take the Chair of this Hoiuse as Speaker," it was accordingly put by the Cîerk, and

Resolved, nemuine contradicente, That George Airey Kirkpatrick, Esquire, do take
the Chair of this House as Speaker.

And the Cierk h aving declarel Mr. Kirpatrick duly elected, he was taken out of
his place by the said Sir John A. Macdonald and Sir Hector Louis Langevin, and con-
ducted to the Chair; where, standing on the upper step, he returned his humble
acknowledgments to the House for the great honour they had been pleased to eonfer
upon him by unanimously choosing him to be their Speaker.

And thereupon he sat down in the Chair, and the Mace (which before l.y under
the Table) was laid upon the Table.

Then Sir John A. Macdonald moved, seconded by Sir Hector L. Larygcvin, That
this House do now adjourn until To-morrow at Three o'clock P.M.

And the HouEe accordingly adjourned.
