The Scientific American in its last issue
publishes an article describing” and illustrat-
ing various early American Telephones, all of
them antedating the Bell patent,'and one at
least being priof to ‘the invention of Philip
Reis, the German.. The instrument of Alfred
G:. Holcondb, constructed in 1860-'61, is the
first of thece It talks very well, butig poor-
ly proportxoned, and is much ‘more effective as
a receiver than as a transmitter. Another
similar instrument was madein 1864 or 1865
by George W. Beardslee, a friend of Hol-
comb’s, who undertook to remedy some of the
defects of Holcomb’s invention.. It was some-
thing of an improvement -on its original
but was likewise weak as a transmitter.

The slums of London and Paris are bad
enough, but it appears thag the slums of Barlin
are, if possible, worse, Das Echo has just pub-
lished some interesting details on the subject.
There are about 40,000-houses in the Prussian
capital. A smallnumber are inhabited. by one
or two families, but the great majority are di-
vided intoseveral distinct lodgings. Two thouns-
and five hundred contain from 16 to 20lodgings.
20,000 from 20 to 30 lodgings, and 10,000 over 30
lodgmgi each. Seventy-five thousand of these
lodgings are composed of one room only, and
inhabited by no fewer than 270,000 persons,
which is an average of nearly four persons:per
room; 75,000 other'lodgings are com of
two 100ms, and occupied by 860,000 inkabit-
ants, while the remaiwing 30,000 lodg'mgn are
formed of three rooms, inhabited by 140,000
people. = These figures will suffice to show the
