ANDERPLATZ follows the
career of Franz Biberkopf.
Franz has just finished serving
a four year prison sentence
and is determined to go
straight. For him. this means
such things as peddling sex
books and Nazi newspapers.
The film moves with Franz as
he settles back into the life of
Berlin, rejoins his rather shady
friends and has a string of
seedy affairs. The. last of

these is a passionate relation-
ship with Mietze, a young
woman who becomes a pro-
stitute to support him.
Gunter Lamprecht as Franz,
