— subjects of the recent National 
Film Board documentary, 
Bronwen & Yaffa (Moving Toward 
Tolerance) — are taking their film 
on a tour of schools in the Atlan­
tic Region until the end of the 
month. The tour was scheduled 
to coincide with the International 
Day for the Elimination of Rac­
ism, which was on March 21.

Bronwen & Yaffa depicts the 
efforts of the two women in or­
ganizing a live music gig to raise 
money for E.A.R. (Eastcoast 
Against Racism). This event fea­
tured local bands and aimed to 
bring people from all races and 
backgrounds together for the sake 
of music.

Both of these women come 
from diverse backgrounds — 
Bronwen hails from a middle class 
family with mixed black and 
white parentage, and Yaffa is a 
punk from a rural Jewish family. 
They also become involved with 
Scott, a former Klu Klux Klan
