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the African race, that is in the land of Africa. I have thought for
many years that the African race of America is destined to convey
the light of the gospel to Africa, and since I have read Dr. Blyden’s
remarks on the subject, I am satisfied that I am right. I feel very
much elated to know that one of the most distinguished men of my
race have the same ideas as myself in regird to this important mat-
ter. I hope those ideas will continue to foment in America, and
that those of my race who do not proceed to Africa will be wiliing

to contribute to those who do.
