Much of the pitchblende worked upon 
by Johnson, Matthey & Co. was ob­
tained from the identical mines at 
Joachimsthal, Austria, which now pro­
duce the finest radium.

A smart advance in wheat prices was 
caused by the war talk on Saturday. 
There was more inquiry here from the 
markets abroad for wheat than has been 
experienced for a long time. One local
firm of exporters said they had more 
cablegrams asking for “wheat than ever
before on a Saturday, which, it appears, 
is not a busy day. They declared that If 
the grain were available for prompt ship­
ment they could have purchased on these 
orders 300,000 bushels. But the deliveries 
of wheat have by no means been heavy 
the past few weeks, especially in On­
tario. and it would be impossible to make 
large purchases at the present time with­
out causing a sharp advance in prices. 
Owing to the fine, late fall, the farmers' 
deliveries of wheat in Ontario were light­
er than usual. This kept the stocks of 
wheat at country storehouses compara­
tively light. On the approach of winter 
the deliveries of wheat at the country 
markets improved, and became at one

These are the highest prices quoted this 
crop year. In the Ontario winter wheat 
market, buyers and sellers were apart, 
but some holders expressed their will­
ingness to sell at 80c at country points.
