Honour ; render obedience, service,
respect. These should spring from heartfelt
love and reverence. Thy father and thy
mother. The place of this Commandment,
next to those dealing with our duties to-
wards God, shows how high is the place that
belongs to parents. Some, indeed, think
that the Fifth Commandment belongs to the
first table of the law, duties to parents thus
being reckoned along with duties to God.
It is argued, that this arrangement har-
monizes with the ideas of the Hebrews, who

looked upon parents as God's representatives,
and punished certain injuries to them with
death, ch. 21 :15. The more commonly ac-
cepted division, however, places four Com-
mandments in the first, and six in the second,
table. The Commandment gives the mother
a right to equal honor with the father. In
the East “father” includes rulers and other
superiors. These, therefore, should be ac-
corded due respect (see 1 Pet. 2 : 13, 14, 17).
That thy days may be long ; a promise, first, to
individuals. Along with a spirit of filial
respect, goes a well ordered life in general,
which tends to secure prosperity and long
life (see Jer. 35 : 18, 19) ; secondly, a promise
to nations. History shows that the enduring
nations have been those amongst whom the
authority of parents has been held sacred.
