THE ISLAND EDUCATION BILL.

The Prince Edward Island Govern­
ment Education Bill will, no doobt, be­
come law without undergoing material 
alteration. It provides that the 
Executive Council shall be the Board 
of Education, the Chief Superintend­
ant with a salary of $1,500, and travel­
ling expenses, the Secretary with a 
salary of $800, and the Inspectors, 
each with a salary of $600, shall be ap­
pointed br the Lieut. Governor in 
Council. The bill provides for three 
classes of teachers, to be graded really 
according to the quality of their work, 
the first class to receive from the Pro­
vincial Treasury an allowance of $300, 
the second $226, and the third $180. 
The people of each district, however, 
are to be allowed to supplement the 
teacher’s salary by assessing themselves 
for that purpose, and the Government 
to pay to such teacher from the Trea­
sury an amount equal to the amount 
raised for him by assessment.—Morn­
ing New».
