Boundary Creek. M, & M. Company
Options Its Treasury Stock.

WORK WILL BE REVIVED

The Pending Sale of the Wonderful—
Work Throughout the Slocan—The
Ruth Temporarily Quiet — News
From the Nelson Neighborhood.

The lively summer anticipated all over
the Kootenavs seems to have fairly set
in, and legitimate mining is going ahead
at a basis never before equalled. Inthe
Boundary country especially there is
much work in anticipation of the C.P.
R.’s extension into that district. Below
are given news notes from the more im-
portant campe in Southern British Col-
umbia.

THE BOUNDARY COUNTRY.

Although very little has been written
about the claims in Wellington camp,
with the exception of the Winnipeg and

the Golden Crown, there are a large
number of very promising properties in
the camp on which considerable develop-
ment work has been done. Work is be-
ing pushed vigorously on the Winnipeg
under the superintendence of D. Mcln-
tosh, one of the principal stockholders
in the company and the locator of the
claim.

In all about 700 feet of devel?ment,
consisting of shafts, open cuts, drifting
and crosscutting, has been cone, and the
results are so satisfactory that at present
none of the company’s stock is on the
market. The assays from the ore body
run from $35 up into the hundreds. The
machinery on the property consists of a
boiler, steam hoist and pump. The
Winnipeg will be prepared to ship ore
when the railway arrives.

On the Golden Crown, an adjoining
claim to the Winnipeg, located in 1894
by W. Porter, and since stocked, the
work done consists of an 80-foot shaft, a
300-foot tunnel and open cuts. A boiler,
hoist and steam drills were installed the
past winter. At t only a small
force is at work on the property, but will
be increased in a short time.

During the last week Messrs. Mc-
Vicar and Son have been busy sacking
the rich ore taken from the Strathmore,
formerly the St. Bernard. It will be
shipped to a smelter in a few days.

At an extraordinary meeting of the
Boundary Creek Mining and Milling
company, held last week in Greenwood,
the stockholders approved the action of
the directors in optioning 480,000 shares
of the treasury stock to the London &
Canada syndicate. The conditions of the
option are to the effect that all the un-
alloted treasury stock,amounting to 480,-
shares shall be purchased by the Lon-
don & Canada syndicate, 250,000 shares
at 5 cents and the balance,230,000 shares,
at 10 cents. Of the first 250,000, in 60
days, 50,000 shares are to be taken and
another 50,000 ghares in 120 days. The
shares are to be issued in the name of
D. W. Holbrook, president, acting as
trustee for the company, and are to be
transferred through the Bank of Mon-
treal at Rossland. In order that the
London & Canada syndicate may have a
controlling interest in the company D.
A. Holbrook transferred to Hector Me-
Rae, the representative of the syndicate,
300,000 shares for $3,000 and this amount
has already been paid to Mr. Holbrook.
This gives the syndicate 780,000 shares
in the company whose entire stock
amounts to 1,500,000 shares. The syndi-
cate have the right to appoint the man-
aging director and the majority of the
directors of the Boundary Creek M. &
M. Co. By the terms of the option over
$35,000 will be placed in the treasury for
development purposes, The London &
Canada syndicate intends going to work
in a few days. Sixty foot of tunneling
will probably be carried out on the G.
A. R., besides development work on the
D. A. arid other properties of the com-
pany. '

The Athelstan was located in 1896 by
John Mack, and adjoins the Hecla and
the Calumet. The claim has been
bonded to Fred Oliver of Rossland, for
$15,000. Development work consists of
two shafts, one of 60 and the other of
36 feet, and about 100 feet of surface
work. On account of the surface water,
work in the shaft was abandoned this
~ spring and a boiler, hoist, pump and
: drills, which are now being put in place,
were ordered. It is expected that the
machinery will be in working order in
the course of a couple of weeks, and
a force of men will be put at work devel-
oping the property. The ledge is a large
one, and is arsenical iron, carrying high
values in gold.

SLOCAN DIVISION.

The force at the Ruth mine has been

eut down to 40 men and no more ship-
ments will be made until the roads are
again passable. :

The Slocan Star is largely increasing
its force of miners as the water supply
for the concentrator is now sufficient
for all purposes.

There have been several stories goin
the rounds that the Wonderful mine has
been sold. Harry C. Bell was seen in
Spokane recently to ascertain the truth
in the matter. He declared that
there is a good likelihood of a sale being
eonsummated in the not distant future.
In fact, there was more than one offer
on file for the property, but he declined
to give out any particulars as to who the
would-be-purchasers were.

Good news comes from the Speculator,
Springer creek. A crosscut has been
run in the past two weeks showing the
ledge to be 33 feet of highly mineralized
stuff, with five ore stringers running
through it. Aseays have been made of
the rock and run from 125 to 148 ounces
gilver and as high as 59 per cent lead.
Work will be continued. It is situated
just above the Arlington.

The Comstock body of concentrating
ore has been examined by an expert
with a view of finding out whether it
would pay to erect a concentrator. The
company has not yet received his de-
cision. -

The Argo shipped a car of ore recently
and Mr. Warner’s future operations on
the mine will be more or less determined
by the returns therefrom.

Surveyors are looking over the ground
between the Queen Bess and the Idaho
mines and the concentrator near Three

Last week 260 tons of ore from the
North Star mine was shipped from Fort
Steele via the river steamers to the
smelter at Great Falls.

The North Star mine has shut down
temporarily on account of surface water.

F. Hogan of the Sullivan Mining com-
pany was in Fort Steele recently, and
took a force of men up to the Sullivan
mine to resume work there. A good
deal of development work is to be done
this summer.

Columbia & Western to Be Extended
to Midway This Year.

A HARD ROAD TO BUILD

It Is 100 Miles in Length, Will Cost
23,000,000 and Runs Through a
Country That Offers Great Obstacles
to Cheap Construction.

Word was been received here Monday
that the contract for the construc-
tion of the Robson-Midway railway had
been let to Mann, Larsen & Foley. The
first named is D.D. Mann, of the well
known contracting firm of Mann & Mec-
Kenzie. He was also one of the owners
of the V., V. & E. railway charter. The
second is Peter Larsen, of the firm of
Larsen & Connelly, one of the biggest

railway contracting firms in the West.
Mr. Foley, the third member of the
firm, was a partner in the Foley Broth-
ers & Guthrie syndicate, which built the
Kaslo & Slocan railway. ;

The construction of this section of
road will cost $3,000,000, It will be
about 100 miles in length and is built
over a section in which the physical
obstacles to be encountered are very

great. The construction of that portion
Robson to Christina

lake, will require engineering skill of a
high order. McCrae Pass, which is 13/
es in length, is even glore"dimcutt
than the C. P. R. pass in the Rocky
mountains. There will be a number of
tunnels and namerous bridges and every
mile will represent a vast outlay.

That portion oi the Columbia &
Western from Trail to Robson 1s
already completed, and the line will be
continued from Robson along the Col-
umbia river to Dog creek, The route
from there on is up Dog.greek to McCrea
creek pass, thence down McRea creek
to Christina lake to Cascade city ; along
the Kettle river to Grand Forks; uﬁ the
north fork and Brown’s creek to holt
pass; down Eholt creek to Boundary
creek and through Greenwood, Anaconda
and Boundary Falls to Midway.

It is the intention to crowd the con-
struction of this section of the road with
all possible speed, so that 1t may be
finished before the end of the present
year. The C.P.R. in order to obtain
the necessary conceseions from the gov-
ernment and to prevent the construction
of rival lines into the Boundary country
made certain promises to the govern-
ment, which it is now diligently en-
deavoring to fulfil.

RAILWAY MATTERS.
He Tells of the Condition of Affairs In
the Crow’s Nest Railway.

F. W. Peters, district traffic manager
for the Canadian Pacific railway, with
headquarters at Nelson, is in the city on
a business visit. Mr. Peters recently re-
turned from a trip along the route of the
Orow’s Nest Pass railway and reports

that the construction operations are:n
full swing all along the unconstructed
portion of the line. There are some 4,-
000 men engaged in the work and such a
force can accomplish considerable rail-
way construction in a month. Mr.
Peters had consultations with those in
charge of the work and they reported to
him that the road would be to Kootenay
river by the 1lst of August.and to
Kootenay lake some time in October.

A portion of the proposed cutoff via
Ymir has been surveyed, but Engineer
MacLeod, who was in charge, had to
abandon the task for the time being,
because of the great depth of smow on
the summit between Kootenay lake and
Ymir. Mr. MacLeod said that while
the route so far surveyed would be a
somewhat difficult one to build over,
still there are no obstacles that are in-
surmountable. The survey is to be com-
pleted as soon as the snow melts off the
summit. Mr. Peters was asked if the
main line would be constructed via this
cutoff in case a low pass and feasible
route were found and he replied that the
line from Kootenay lake to Ymir would
simply be a branch, and in any event
the main line would be constructed via
Nelson. The track on the Crow’s Nest
railway is laid as far as Bullhead, which
is 120 miles west of MacLeod. He fur-
ther reports that the section around
Moyie City is a promising one, a8 there
are a number of mining properties in
that vicinity that great things are looked
for from. Mr. Peters will return to
Nelson tomorrow.
