Japs Must Not lie Puulslied.
Washington, April 90.—The stipulation 

In tho treaty of peace between China and 
Japan that the Chinese who have been 
captured by the Japanese and others who 
■old supplies to the Japanese troops In 
their march through Manchuria and 
Shantun shall not be punished by the 
Chinese authorities was Inspired by hu­
mane consideration. It is the custom of 
China to behead such of her soldiers as 
fall into tho hands of the enemy and are 
afterwards returned to their country. 
During several naval and land engage­
ments upwards of 6,000 Chinese troops 
were captured by the Japanese and it Is 
to preserve their lives that the foregoing 
provision was Inserted In the treaty. The 
same considérations influenced the other 
provision relative to the purchase of sup­
plies from Chinese subjects. The curious 
fact develops in this connection that 
China has not a single prisoner of war 
belonging to Japan.

Until tho beginning of the war between 
China and Japan each country hud a con­
sular jurisdiction over its subjects in the 
other country. It would appear that 
Japan will no longer grant this privilege 
to China although stipulating for a con­
tinuance of this right for herself. Thu 
explanation given for this exception is 
that Japan is 
with a node of laws ’based on tho highest 

•principles of justice abd equity and that 
she can bo safely trusted horefore, to deal 
fairly with the Chinese subjects living 
within her borders.

China, on tho other hand, it Is assort­
ed, is still a barbarous country and fore­
igners residing there must receive the 
protection of their own country since 
little, if any, will be afforded to them by 
the local authorities.

WORKMEN FATALLY HURT.

Three Men Killed and Four Injured by the 
Fall of a Derrick.

Chicago, April 20. —Tho lives of two 
workmen were instantly crushed out, 
throe others fatally injure^ and one seri­
ously hurt by the fall of a derrick yester­
day in the yards of the South Chicago 
Ship Building Co. Three others were 
hurt about the head and arms, 
able to walk to their homes. Those killed 
were: Harry Blake and Patrick Harvey, 
foreman of the iron workers. 
fataUy injured wore John Conley, legs 
and arms broken, and spine injured; J. 
J. Hand, spine fractured and limbs 
broken ; William McCalllon, internally 
injured, leg broken, has since died. 
Michael Cuslck was seriously hurt, hav­
ing his legs broken and baek injured.

The accident occurred on tho deck of 
tho big steel merchantman Arcadia, 
which is being built for John Corrigan. 
Tho derrick Was used for hoisting the 
steel beams and plates that were being 
placed In the hull of the vessel. One of 
tho guy ropes broke and the various parts 
of the hoisting apparatus gave way before 
tho victims employed under and around 
tho machinery could save themselves. 
Harvey and Blake, who were Instantly 
killed, were together in a stooping posi­
tion, riveting plates and a 100-foot Iron 
beam caught thorn as they rose.

The Cologne Gazette on Saturday satd 
in view of the pressure being exercised 
by the war party in Japan, Germany at 
tho beginning of March enjoined the 
Japanese Government to lie moderate in 
the terms demanded for peace, urging 
that the cession of territory upon tho 
mainland of China would be especially 
calculated to Induce the intervention of 
the powers. When it was shown by the 
published terms of peace that Japan was 
not disposed to follow Germany's advice, 
steps were immediately taken to establish 
an accord with tho 
pleto agreement has 
Russia and France. The powers, Ger­
many, Russia and France, will now take 
steps to protect their interests in Eastern 
Asia. The question of territorial changes 
will lie first kept in view against Japan’s 
desire to bind herself like a solid girdle 
around China in order to shut off China 
entirely from Europe. In case of need, 
tho throe powers mentioned intend to 
avert In good time any injury to their 
interests. It was added, howevbr, that 
Germany would bo glad to see Japan 
enjoy the fruits of her military prowess 
on condition that it does not Injure Ger­
man interests.
