Wifely Ambition---6th Sermon
to the Woman of America.

Wives, Use Your Influence for
Cod and Home.

Give Not Bad Advice to Your
Husbands.

Brooxryx, Feb. 12—In the tabernacle
this morning the Rev. T. De Witt Talmage,
D. D, preached the sixth of his series of
“‘Sermons ta Women of America with Im-
portant Hints for Men.” The subject was:
B Witely Ambitiou, Good and Bad,” and, the
text was from I Kings, xxi, 7: “Arise, and
eat bremd, and let thine heart be merry: I
will give theée the vineyard of Naboth.” Dr.
Talmage suid:

One day King Abab, looking out of the
window of his palace at Jezreel, said to his
wife Jezobel: *“We ought to have these royal

enlarged.  If we eould only get that
fellow Naboth, who owns that vineyard out
there, to trade or sell we could make it a
kitchen garden for our palace.™

“Fetch in Naboth,” said the king to one of
his servants. RE e

The n gardener, wonder] why
should F:lt\lled into the presence of his
majesty, comes in, & little downcast in his
modesty and with very obsequious manner
bows to the king.

The king says: “Naboth, I want to trade
vineyards with you. Iwant your vineyard
for & kiteheu garden, and I will give a great
desd bettr vineyard in place of it, or, if you
prefer money for it, I will give you cash.”

“Ob, no,” says Naboth, *'I cannot trade off
my little place, nor canl sell it. It is the old
homestend. I got it of my father and he of
his father, and I caunot let the old place go
out of my hands.”

His wife Jezebel comes in and she says:
“What is the matter with you! Are you
sick™

*Oh,” be says, "I feel very blue. Ihave
®et my heart on getting that kitchen garden
and Naboth will neither trade or sell, and to
be efeated by & common gardener is more
than I can stand.”

“Oh, pshaw,” says Jezebel, ‘“don't go on
that way. Get up andeat your dinner and
stop moping. I will get for you that kitchen
garden.”

Then Jezebel borrowed her husband'ssignet
ring or seal, for then, as now, in those lands
kinzs never signed their names, but had a
ring with the royal name engraved on it,
anl that impressed on a royal letter or docu-
ment was the signature. She stamped ber
busband’s name ou a proclamation which
resulted in getting Naboth tried for treason
against the king, and two perjured witnesses
swore their souls away with the life of
Naboth, and he was stoned to death, and his
property came to the crown, and so Jezobel
got for her husband and berself the kitchen
garden.

But while the wild street dogs wers rend-
ing the dead body of poor Naboth, Elijah,
the prophet, tells them of other canines that
will after a while havea free banquet, say-
ing: **Where dogs lick the blood of Naboth
shall dogs lick thy blood, even thine.”

And, sure enough, three years after, Ahab,
wounded in battle, his chariot dripping with
the carnage, dogs stood under it lapping his
life's blood. And u little afterward his wifo,
Jozebel, who had been his chief adviser in
criwe, stands at her palace window and sees
Jeka, the enemy, to take posss-
sion of the palace.  And to make herself look
as uvtractiva as possible and queenly to the
very last, she decorated her person and, ac-
curding to Oriental custom, closed her eyes
and ran a brush dipped in a black powder
@ong the long evelasbes, and then from the
window sho glared her indignation upon
Jehu. As he rode to the gates in his chariot
h: shouted to the slaves in her room:
“Throw her down!” But no doubt the
slaves haltel a moment from such work
of assassingtion, yet knowing Queen Jezebel
could be no more to them and the congueror
Jebu would be everything, as ho shouted
again, “Throw her down!" they seized her
and bore her ling and cursing to the
window casement and hurled her forth till
she came tumbling to the earth, striking it
just in time to let Jehu's horses trample her
and the ehariot wheels roll over her. While
Jehu is insido at the table refreshing himself
after the excitement he orders his servants to
go out and bury the dead queen. But the
wild street dogs had for the third time ap-
pearcd on the scene, and they removed all her
body except those parts which in all ages
dogs are by astrange instinct or brutal su-
perstition kept from touching after death—
the palms of the hands and the soles of the
feet.

All this appalling scene of ancient Listory
was the result of a wife's bad advice to a
husband, of a wife's struggle to advance her
busband's interests by unlawful means.
Ahab and Jezebel got the kitchen garden of
Naboth, but the dogs got them. The troublo
all began when this ken wife aroused
her husband out of his melancholy by the
words of the text: ‘‘Arise, and eat bread,
and let thine heart be merry: 1 will give thee
the vineyard of Naboth.”

The influence suggested by this subject is
an influence you never before heard dis-
coursed on and may never hear again, but a
most potent and semi-omnipotent influence,
andudecides the course of individuals, fami-
lies, nations, centuries and eternities, I
speak of wifely ambition, good and bad.
How important that every wife have her
ambition, an elovated, righteous and divinely
approvesl ambition.

Aud here let me say, that what I am most
anxious for i that woman, not waiting for
the rights deniod her or postponed, promptly
and decisively employ the rights she already
has in possession, Some say she will be in a
fair way to get all rights when she gets the
right to the Lallot box. I wish that the ex-
periment might bo tried and settled. I

would like to see all women vote,
and then watch the result. I do
not kumow that it would change

anything for the better. Most wives and
daughters and sisters would vote as their
busbands aud fathers and brothers voted.
Nearly all the families that 1 know are sol-
idly Republican or Democratic or Prohibi-
tion. Those families all voting would make
more votes, but no difference in the result.
Besides that, as now at the poles men aro
bought up by the thousands, women would
bebought up by the thousands. The more
voters, the more opportunity for political
sorruption. We have several million more
voters now than are for public good.

Weare told that female suffrage would
correct two cvils—the rum business and the
insufficiency of woman’s wages, About the
rum business | have to say that multitudes
of women drink, and it 18 no unusual -thing
to ses them in the restaurants so over-
powered with wine and beer that they can
bardly sit up, while there are many so
called vespectable restaurants where they can
go and take their champagne and hot toddy
all alone. Mighty temperance voters those
women would make! Besides s the
wives of the rum sellers would have to vote
in the interest of their husbands' Lusiness, o
have n time the inverse of felicitous. Be-
sldes that, millions of reg) ble and ro-
fined women in America would probably
not vote at all, because they do not want to
go to the polls, aud, on the other band,
womanly roughs would all go to the polls,
and that might make make woman's vote on
the wrong side. There isnot, in my miod,
much prospect of the expulsion of drunken.
ness by female suffrage.

As to woman's wages to be corrected by
woman's vote, [ have mot much faith in that,
Women are harder on women than men are.
Masculive employerd arq mean enough in
treatnient of women, but if youwant to hear
beating down of prices and wages in perfect-
fon, listen bow soine women treat wastierwo-
men ant dresmakers and female servants,
Mrs. Bhylock is more merciless than Mr,
Bhylock. Women, I fear, will never get
righteous wages through woman's vote, and
a8 to unfortunato wamanhood, woman are
far more cruel and unforgiving than men are,
After a woman has made shipwreck of her
character men generally drop her, but wo-
men do not 80 much drop her as hurl her
with the force of g catapult glear out and off
#nd down and under,

I have not much faith that women will
ever get meraiful consideration and justice
through woman suffrage, yet I like experi-
monts, and some of my friends in whose Judg-

ment I have confidence are so certain that al-
leviation would come by such process that [
would if I bad the power, put in every
woman's hand the vote. I cannot see what
right you have to make a woman to pay’
taxes on her property to help support eity,
state and national government, and yet deny
her the opportunity of belping t decide who
shall be mayor, governor or president. But

let every wife, not waiting for the vote she
may never pet, or, getting it, find it outbal-
anced by squwe other vote not fit to be cast,

arise now in the might of the eternal God and
wield the power of a sanctified wifely ambis
tion for a good approximating the infinite.
No one can so inspire & man o noble pur-
poses as « noble woman, and no one so thor-
oughly degrade n ma as a wife of unworthy
tendencies.  While in my text we have illos-
tration of wifely ambition employed in the
wrong direction, society and history are full
of instances of wifely ambition gloriously
triumphant in right dire~tions, Allthat was
worth admiration in the character of Henry
VI was a reflection of the hervics of his wife
Margaret. William, Prince of Orange, was
restored to the right path by the grand
qualities of his wife Mary. Justinian, the
Roman emperor, confesses that his wise laws
were the suggestion of his wife Theodora.

w vur Babbath services, witli forty offi-
cers scattered through the house for the
' preservation of order; but in my home there
has always been one voice to sa *Go ahead
and diverge not an inch from the straight
line. Who cares if only God is on our side”
And though sometimes it seemed as if I was
going out . zainst 900 iron chariots, I went
ahead cheered by the donuestic voice: “Up!
for this is the day in which the Lord hath
delivered Sisera into thine bands.”

A man is no better than his wife will let
him be. Ob, wivcs of Americu, swing your
scepters of wifely influence for God and good
homes! Do mot urge your husbands to an-
nex Naboth's vineyard to your palace of suc-
cess, whether right or wrong, lest the dogs
that come out 0 destroy Naboth come out
also to devour you. Righteousnes will pay
best in life, will pay best inm death, will pay
best in the judgmert, will pay best through
all eternity.

In our effort to have the mother of every
household appreciale her influence over her
children we are apt to forget the wife’s influ-
ence over the husband. In many houscholds
the influence upon the husband is the only

influence. Inagreat multitude of the
best and most important and most tal-
ented families of the earth there have
been no There is not a

Andrew Jacison, the warrior and president,
bad his mightest re-enforcement i his plai
wife, whose inartistic attire was the amuse-
mént of the elegant circles in which she was
invited. Washington, who broke the chain
that held America in foreign vassalage, wore
for forty years a chain around his own neck;
that chain holding the miniature likeness of
her who had been his greatest inspiration;
whether among the snows at Valley Forge or
amid the hLonors of the presidential chair.
Plmy's pen was driven through al) its poetio
and historical dominions by his wife Calpur
nia, who sang Lis stanzas to the sound of
flute and sat among audiences

at her husband's genjus, herself the most
enraptured. Pericles said be got all his
eloquence and statesmanship from his wife.
When the wife of Grotius rescued bhim from
long imprisonment at Lovestein by means of
a bookcase that went in and out, carrying
his books to and fro, he one day trasported,
hidden amid the folios, and the women of
besieged Weinsberg, getting periission from
the victorious army to take with thom so
much of their valuables as they could carry,
under cover of the promise shouldered and
took with them as the most important valu-
ables their husbands—both achievemeuts in
a literal way illustrated what thousands of
thnes has been done in a figurative way, that
mbition has been the salvation of

men.

De Tocqueville, whose writings will be po-
tential and quoted while the world lasts,
ascribes his success to his wife, and says: “Of
all the blessings which Godd has given to me,
the greatest of all in 10y eyes is to have

lighted on Maria Motley.” Martin Luther

says of his wife: “I wouid not exchange my*

poverty with her for all the riches of Croesus
without her.” Isabella of Spain, by her su-
perior faith in Columbus, put into the band
of Ferdinand, her husbaud, America. John
Adams, presisdent of the United States, said
of his wife: *‘She never, by word or Jook,
discouraged me from running all hazards for
the salvation of my country’s liberties.”
Thomas Carlyle spent the last twenty years
of his life in trying by his pen to atone
for the fact that during his wife's
lifts he mnever appreciated her _influ-
ence on his career and destiny, Alas,
that having taken her from & beautiful home*
and a brilliant career, he should have buried
Ler 1 the home of a recluse and scolded her
in such language as only a dyspeptic genius
could manage; until one day, while in her in-
validism riding in Hyde Park, her pet dog
got run over and under the excitement the
coachman found bher dead.

Invention for Telegraph Operators.

Itisa latent signal transmitter called the
telessme.  In all former means of communi-
cation of this kind the mowent the signal
was operated at one stand it was transmitted
to the second or receiving stand. Such was
the case with the telephone, and talegraph,
and push button, and railway signals, etc,
This made it necessary that there should be
some person or instrument at the receiv ing
stand to receive the signals at the instant
they were operated, or else the sending oper-
ator would bave to wait until the receiving
operator was at the receiving stand, and,
also, the receiving operator would have to
leave whatever Lo was at o keep the oper-
ator at the sending stand from waiting.
Now the principle of this latent signal is that
instend of being transmitted immediately, it
renuins locked up, set or #tored at the receiv-
ing stand and subject to the control of the
receiving operator, after it has been set or
prepured by the sender. Iu other words, it
is o sort of combination telegrapl and phon
ograph.—Chicazo Journal,
