THURSDAY, Nov. 15,
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PRODUCE,

The local market has seneraﬂy been steady in
pricessince our last, and in one instance a shght
advance has “occurred ; but business gen Iy
has been duli and from the game causes as be-
fore—that there is very littie of mmﬁoﬁered'
and that local prices are too high for ipment.
The close of navigation seems near at hand, and
this is not likely to mend matters very mueh, so
we may fairly conclude that the n trade at
least has a dull winter before it. Whether there
is any considerable quantity of grain heid in
the country is a question on which experts

iffer, and which seems likely to find an
answer only from experience. Our stocks are
certainly low, and receipts are small both by
rail and onstreet; so that we should say that
without an increase of them the yield must
prove to be much lower than the worst of our
proghem has yet predicted. Hence we are not
without hopes that sleighing may bring forward
receipts considerably in excess of those yet
offered. Stocks stood on Monda; morning as
follows : — Flour, 15 barrels; f; wheat, 26,-
639 bushels; spring wheat, 28,196 bushels :
oats, :  barley, 221,713 bushels; peas,
5255 bushels: and rye. nil; against on the
corresponding date lasi year :—Flour, nil ; fall
wheat, 103.2/6 bushels ; spring, 22,946 bushels ;
oats, 50 ; barley, 193,589 ; peas, 5,469, and rye, 11.-
903 bush. Prices ouwside have varied but little,
English quotations show no further changes than
a rise of a half-penny on cornand a fall of 2d. on
peas, with the inside prices of wheat rather
firmer. Markets have been firm during the
last two days with a slight advance on
wheat in cargoes quoted yesterday. Business
during last week, however, seems to have been
quiet, though prices seem to have been fairly
well maintained on wheat and unchanged on
flour. Supplies for last week appear to have
ke{at above the average consumption. Home
deliveries of wheat were about 210, quarters ;
imports of wheat 260,000 to 265,000 quarters, and
those of flour 155,000 to 160.000 barrels, making a
totalsupply equal to from 557,000 to 565,000 quar-
ters of wheat, againsta consumption estimated
at about 500,000 quarters. And the total supply
from Sept. 1 to Oct. 20 was equal to 4,421,000
quarters, against 4,846,000 iast year, and 3,907,
000 in 1881. The quantity of wheat and flour in
transit has decreased, and stood on the Sth
inst. at 1,825,000 quarters, against 1,722,000 on
the 25th uit.,, and 1,805,000 last year. Mail ad-
vices to-day show stocks of wheat at Liverpool
and Glasgow on the 3lst uit. to have been 99,7
guarlers, against 1,056,500 quarters on -August

1 and 786,100 quarters on October 31, 1882

The ship ts from Cronstadt may be
continued up to the middle of this month, but
are ns\mlg.termmued about the first week of
the mon Business at the Black Sea ports
remained very silow owing to dullness abroad,
and the absence of any margin on exports,
Cable advices from India reported unfavourabie

weather for the growing crops. Mail adviees.

from Adelaide to the 12th of September state
that South Australian markets had continued
tending downwards. The extent of the out-
standing supplies was computed at 27,650 tons
still available for export; but the prospect of
getting all off before the new harvest was not
considered very promising. On this continent
the grevxons week's advance has been maintain-
ed. but can scarcely be said to have been in-
creased. There is sail to have been a
strong disposition prevalent in New York
dealers to go on the *bull” side, and
tocover their shorts. The causes of the steadi-
ness are said to be decreased receipts at the
West from farmers’ hands, the approach of the
close of interior water transportation and firmer
cables from the United Kingdom. The firmness,
however, seems to have been more felt at New
York than in Western markets, There
was no_shipping demand heard at Milwaukee
during last week,.and but a very slack en uiry
inthat line at Chicage; though at both places
buyers for an advance, or sveculators,” seem to
have been numerous.
