With the death of Hugo Stintes
there disappears a figure that has
dominated the German scene dur-
ing the last twoyears, or, tospeak

precisely, since the murder of Wal.
ter Rathenau in early Summer of
1922. Rathenau and Stinnes em"
bodied twe strongly contrasting
types of German capitalism as it
emerged from the war. The former
was much the more winning per-
sonality and the broader spirit.
He read the lessons of the war 1n
terms of whole German people,
He foresaw for his country a fut-
ure devoid of imperialistic dreams
and devoted to useful productiv-
ity in close and harmonious coop-
eration between capital and labor.
Stinnes thought rather in terms of
personal and class opportunity,
He cannot be acquitted of the char-
ge of capitalizing the necessities
of his countrymen for his own
aggrandizefent. As the chief arch-
itect of the new system of “vert-
ical”" trust organization, he stood
up before the world as the person-
ification of a dehumanized effic-
iency. ;

Concerning his wealth and cthe
farflung net of his business oper-
ations it is probable that there
has been a good deal of mythol,
ogizing. yet the reality was suff.
iciently impressive. JHis finger
was in everything and Jeverwhere
and sometimas the finger was foll-
owed by the whole hand- and the
fist.

To Seizure
