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A TORY PANIC.

Èven if Mr* Powell should be success­
ful in the Westmorland contest to-day, 
it was worth the effoit made by the Lib­
erals to witness the panic which has held 
possession of the Tories all over Canada 
during this week. The government 
brought on the election so suddenly that 
they anticipated an easy victory—a snap 
verdict, but they are fighting for their pol- 
ical lives. There is just a chance that 
Mr. Killarn may secure his election, but 
ho is certain at least td pull down the 
Tory majority of 2,148 to a nominal figure. 
However it is not worth while prophesy­
ing at this late hour, for there will be 
news from the polling before this reaches 
many of our readers.

The fight made by the Liberals has 
challenged the admiration of Canada, and 
kept Tory circles on nettles. The policy 
of the oppostion on all the current political 
questions has been ably presented to the 
electors by such well known platform 
speakers, as Hon. W. S. Fielding, Hon. H. 
K. Emmerson, Hon. L. H. Davies, Hon. 
D. C. Fraser, J. I. Tarte P. A. Cho­
quette, M. F., H. A. McKeown, J. L. 
Carleton, Mr. Killam the candidate, 
and others, who have gone to 
the assistance of their friends in West­
morland. On the Tory sifle Hon. G. E. 
Foster, Hon. John Costigan, Senator 
Wood, Senator Ferguson, Hon. M. Adams, 
Senator Poirior and lesser lights have 
gone over the county assisting Mr. Powell 
in his campaign, but the tide of Liberal 
ism is too great for even those gentlemen 
to stem. They have been listened to 
patiently, but their arguments fell on 
non-appreciative people, who are tired of 
Tory rule, of Tory corruption, boodling 
and promises.

The Sun in its treatment of the cam­
paign has not gone much beyond personal 
reflections on Mr. Killam, and assertions 
that an attempt is being made to buy up 
the county for the Liberals, the latter of 
course to throw the public ofl the trail of 
the Tory boodlers, who are swarming 
through the county. It is admitted even 
in Tory circles, that if Powell is elected 
to-day, it means that the immense Tory 
corruption fund has been placed where it 
would do the most good. The electors, if 
left to themselves, would bury Mr. Pow­
ell and his conceit beneath a majority of 
hundreds, but the Tory barrel is strongly 
in evidence in Westmorland, and may 
once more triumph. We shall see.

THE PROSPECTS ARE EXCELLENT.

Mr. Allen, the Liberal candidate, held 
two rousing meetings, one at Boiestown 
Saturday evening, and at Bloomfield 
Ridgé, Monday evening. Mr. H. H. Gun­
ter of Richards & Gunter presided at Sat 
urday’s meeting and the public hall where 
it was held was well filled. Mr. Allen 
received a splendid hearing, treating of 
the iniquitous trade policy of the govern­
ment, and of its miserable attempts to 
settle the Manitoba school question. At 
the close of his address he was warmly 
congratulated, and was tendered a vote of 
thanks on the motion of James S. Fairley.

At Bloomfield Ridge, Monday evening, 
the large public hall would not hold all 
the people wha met to hear the Liberal 
candidate. The audience included a num­
ber of ladies, and Mr. Allen was most 
cordially received, his speech being in­
terrupted at frequent intervals by enthus­
iastic applause. A* vote of thanks was 
tendered him on motion of Mr. Wm. 
Hinchey. Mr. Allen is more than satis­
fied with his reception in Stanley No. 2. 
He has the leading men of that part of 
the parish with him and on election day 
excellent Liberal results will be seen. He 
speaks at Zealand next week, and other 
meetings in the county will soon be ar­
ranged, requests having come in from 
every quarter for Mr. - Allen to address 
the electors. The feeling against Mr. 
Foster’s candidature is intensifying every 
week, and it seems to be no longer in 
doubt that he will withdraw from the 
hopeless Contest. Even the magic of Mr. 
Gibson’s name has failed to arouse the 
people for the Finaftce Minister. They 
have read and digested a great deal during 
the past few months and have no diffi­
culty in seeing clear through the motives 
which prompted Mr. Foster’s nomination 
in this county. The electors of York are 
not going to be led by thp nose by Mr. 
Gibson even if he is rich and powerful. 
They are quite capable of choosing their 
own representatives without the inter­
vention of Mr. Gibson, and they very 
strongly resent the idea going abroad that 
York is only a pocket borough of the 
Nashwaak lord. Old hands at electioneer­
ing in York, assert that it would take at 
least $25,000 to make any kind of a show­
ing for Mr. Gibson’s candidate.

The city council this year assessed the 
taxpayers of Fredericton $1,400 for the 
construction of asphalt sidewalks, but 
have not put down a single yard of the 
much desired works. It is understood 
the money has been spent, the aldermen 
not being able to tell where it went the 
civic debt lies not been reduced, and the 
sidewalks are still in the future. And 
this from the great reform council which 
was elected last March with such a great 
blare of trumpets. The present council 
lias gained for itself the reputation of be­
ing the most incompetent and do nothing, 
civic representation in. office for years, 
and it is doubtful if more than two or 
three of them can secure re-election, even 
the newspaper which helped to float 
them into office has gone back on them.

Gross carelessness resulted in a terrible 
tragedy on the Miramichi river, Saturday 
evening, particulars of which are given in 
pur columns to-day. The coroner’s jury 
have placed the blame where it belongs, 
and it is to be hoped that the men re­
sponsible for the loss of two young lives, 
will not escape the punishment doe for 
heir negligence.

Mr. Gibson’s newspaper organ says that 
“ one of the many sources of amusement 
to the Conservative committee in York, 
is the claim of Mr. Blair’s Fredericton 
organ, that Finance Minister Foster is 
becoming so alarmed over the outlook in 
York that he has almost abandoned the 
idea of contesting the constituency.” 
Well, if Mr. Foster is not alarmed over 
the outlook in York, lie is not so keen 
scented as some of the Conservative 

committee ” who invited him to accept 
nomination here. The Herald can furnish 
the name of one of the leading Tory wire 
pullers who less than a week ago declared 
in the presence of more t^ian one person 
that in view of the government’s proposed 
remedial legislation, Foster’s election in 
York is simply impossible. Perhaps Mr. 
Gibson’s organ would like the particulars 
of this declaration from the Conservative 
committee man. If that would not alarm 
a man much less nervous politically than 
Mr. Foster, we should like to know what 
would be calculated to drive him into dis­
quietude. We believe that Mr. Foster 
must be willing to confess ere this that 
when he accepted nomination in this 
county it was “in a moment of weakness.” 
That was his confessed condition when he 
voted for immediate prohibition in 1891.

A FAILURE.

After all the efforts and expenditure by 
the Dominion government to enlarge 
Canadian trade with Australia, the plan 
has fallen short and indeed may be con­
sidered almost a failure. Dr. Clowes, of 
Sydney,N.S.W.,who was at Ottawa recent­
ly,said that in New South Wales the talk of 
establishing a trade between Canada and 
Australia had now almost died away, il- 
thongh it is not much more than a year 
since the International Conference was 
held. It is believed in Australia, he said, 
that Canada will only be useful as a mar­
ket for lumber and salmon. There is no 
need there for Canadian products of any 
other kind. On the other side, Australia 
has very little to give but meats and wool, 
and Canada has not very much need of 
these. For this reason, the establishing 
of any important trade relations between 
the countries is, in his opinion very 
doubtful. However, Sir Mackenzie Bow- 
ell got a free trip to Australia and knight­
hood as the result of the Intercolonial 
conference, and it does not matter to him 
whether or not anything comes of the 
agitation.

The best thing the citizens of Freder­
icton can do to beautify their town is to 
take down the fences around their 
grounds as is done in many American 
cities. Who will not say that the Par­
liament building" grounds, the Cathedral 
premises and others from which the fences 
have been removed, are wonderfully im­
proved by the change. Recently the 
fence in front of Geo. Halt’s residence, 
Brunswick street, has been taken down. 
The Herald understands that T. Car­
leton Allen will not erect a fence in front 
of his new residence, and that Mr. George, 
Mr. Winslow, and other residents of 
Church street are contemplatihg remov­
ing their fences. With well kept grounds 
fences are unnecessary, and certainly not 
an ornament, and The Herald would 
like to see them generally discarded. 
Woodstock citizens have introduced the 
chaage there with very pleasing effect.

C. E. Neill one of our Fredericton boys 
has proved himself a great marksman as 
well rs a clever banker. At Sussex this 
week he won first place, beating all the 
old shots, and bringing home with him 
medals, prizes, badges and cash in abun­
dance. Mr. Neill has only completed his 
majority and great things are expected of 
him in future competitions. He has gone 
to Ottawa where he will meet the crack 
rifle shots of all Canada next week—and 
The Herald hopes he may have as great 
success as he commanded at Sussex. If 
Charlie gets on nçxt year’s Bisely team, 
who knows but that Fredericton may 
have the honor of claiming the Queen’s 
prizeman. Mr. Risteen’s success at Sussex 
was also very pronounced, and with Mr. 
Neill he will rssist in upholding Freder­
icton’s honor at Ott „wa.

Editor Scott, of the Sun, is recognized 
as a humorist, but he piles it on too strong 
when he reflects on some of the gentle­
men engaged on the Liberal side in the 
Westmorland campaign, because they 
draw salaries from public sources, while 
the Sun itself and its principal proprietor 
annually pocket some $30,000 from the 
Ottawa treasury. More than that, the 
Sun’s manager is at present enjoying a 
trip across the Atlantic at the public ex­
pense. But the Sun is too nervous t) 
be funny or levelheaded. Westmorland 
has worried our friend very'much, and 
if the contest there to-day goes against 
the Tories it will be doleful tune the 
organ will hereafter play.

Ald. Lemont received some credit for 
having a bye-law passed for the suppres­
sion of hens on the public streets, 
but no attempt is made to enforce 
the regulation. The most persistently 
infested district is not far from 
the alderman’s own residence, and 
and The Herald urges him to follow up 
the enactment of the law with its rigid 
enforcement. Citizens who pass along St. 
John street, otherwise one of the most 
attractive promenades in the city, are 
often scandalized by the filthy incursions 
of the hens which are permitted to run at 
large in that locality.

Train racing has become a pastime on 
two of the great English railways. The 
competitors are the Great Northern and 
the North Western lines, between Lon­
don and Aberdeen. The latter’s route is 
thirteen miles longer than its rival’s. 
Wednesday evening the Great Northern 
train left King’s Cross station, London, at 
eight o’clock and arrived at Aberdeen, a 
distance of 527 miles, at 4.40 o’clock the 
next morning. The North Western train 
started at the same time and reached 
Aberdeen, 540 miles, fif.een minutes be­
hind its rival.

If Mr. Pitts means business against the 
Dominion Government on the school 
question, he should have given the benefit 
of his magn’ficent oratorical ability in the 
Westmorland contest. There is a larking 
suspicion in the public mind that when 
Clark Wallace pulls the string, Brother 
Pitts will bob up serenely as a full 
fledged supporter of remedial legislation.

The names of Hon. A. D. Richard and 
C. S. Hickman are mentioned prominently 
in connexion with the local vacancies in 
the House of Assembly for Westmorland. 
They would make a strong team for the 
Government.

Hon. G. E. Foster found difficulty in 
getting a hearing at Petitcodiac Thursday 
evening, and his explanations on the Man­
itoba School question were not satisfactory 
to the audience. r

Hon. Mr. Laurier who is making a tour 
of Quebec, is to address a meeting at Dal- 
housie on Monday evening, under the 
auspices of the Liberal association of 
Restigouche.

Dr. Parkin, thenew" 
ly appointed Principal,accompanied by Mrs. 
Parkin and family, has sailed from England 
on the Vancouver, and is expected to arrive 
i n Toronto on the 2nd of September. Mr. 
John Martland, so well known in connec­
tion with theColluge, has just returned from 
Hngland, where be lent valuable assistance 
to the Board of Trustees in the selection of 
a principal for the college. The names of a 
large number of men in England were un-, 
der the consideration of. the Board, and it 
wa4 only after consultation with Air Oliver. 
Mowat, who is at present in England, and 
other well known men, that the services of 
Dr. Parkin were secured. , . i

Dr. Parkin matriculated at the University: 
of New Brunswick, Fredericton in 1865, was 
Douglas gold medalist in his fresh man year, 
was first science prizeman in his junior and 
senior years, .snd graduated B.A. in 1867, 
M.A. 1872.

In 1894 Dr. Parkin was awarded an hon­
orary degree of LL.D. by his alma mater.

Shortly after graduating in 1867 Mr. Par­
kin was a master in Gloucester County 
Grammar School, where he remained until, 
in 1873, he was appointed by the senate of 
the University head m aster of the Collegiate 
School Fredericton, the leading school of 
the Province.

Having been granted a year's leave of 
absence, 1373-4, Mr. Purkin took a special 
course of study for three terras at Oxford 
University in Latin, Greek and history. 
Daring this period Mr. Parkin became ac­
quainted with Dr. Thring, the famous head­
master ?f Uppingham School, and for thir­
teen years kept Sip an active correspond­
ence with him on educational questions. 
Dr. Thring dedicated his last, work on edu­
cation to Mr. Parkin, who, in compliance 
with a request 'made not long before his 
death, became Dr. Thring’s educational ex­
ecutor and his biographer. ’

During the vacations of this year, 1873-4, 
Mr. Parkin spent his leisure in Italy collect­
ing materials for teaching in classic^ and 
history.

On his return to Canada 1£t. Parkin re­
sumed his old work and retained his head- 
mastership up to 18S8, during which years 
the pupils of his school w on the highest dis 
tinction at the University of New Bruns 
wick and at the military and medical col­
leges of Kingston and Montreal.

After resigning his appointment in New 
Brunswick, Mr. Plrkin made a tour of a 
large part of the British Empire before set­
tling down to literary work, varied by 
courses of lectures on literary subjects 
and on the colonies, delivered before the 
principal nniveisities and larger schools, 
and before the geographical societies and 
most of the Chambers of Commerce in the 
United Kingdom.

Mr. Parkin has published “ Round the 
Empire,” a school book for which Lord 
Rosebery wrote the preface ; a large British 
Empire map of the world ; “ The Problem 
of National Unity,” ‘‘The Great Domin­
ion,” “ Studies of Canada,” and other 
works, besides contributions to the London 
Times, Century Magazine and New York 
Nation.

Dr. Parkin has the'cordial support of the 
Canadian Commissioner in London, Sir 
Charles Tapper, who writes that “ He is a 
gentleman of exceptional ability ” ; of 
Principal Grant of Queen’s, who writes 
that “ In his opinion the Board has made 
an admirable choice and has been signally 
fortunate in securing the services of a 
Canadian who has made his mark on a 
world-wide arena and is a man to lead boys 
and to make men ” ; and of others inter­
ested in higher Canadian education, who 
find in Dr. Parkin that attractive person­
ality which seems to be the foundation 
of the character of a distinguished head­
master, and can hardly fail to secure for 
him the respect of his pupils. Ihe good­
will of each member of his staff", and the 
confidence of all friends of the college 
and of the guardians of the boys.

A NEW BATTLESHIP.

The new battleship Prince George, was 
successfully launched at Portsmouth 
Thursday afternoon, in the presence of. 
the Duke and Duchess of York, George 
J. Goschen, First Lord of the Admiralty, 
and a large number of other distinguished 
persons. The new ship is three hundred 
and ninety feet long, her extreme breadth 
is seventy-five feet and her mean draught 
twenty-seven and a half feet. Her dis­
placement is fifteen thousand tons. She 
will be fitted with twin screws, each 
driven by an independent set of engines, 
and her total horsepower will be 12,000. 
The guns which will be carried by the 
new ship will be much lighter and at the 
same time of greater penetrating power 
than any guns hitherto constructed. The 
Prince George will carry a complement of 
seven hundred and fifty-seven officers and

A despatch yesterday, from Shanghai 
says that many Chinese converts were 
butchered when the American mission 
outside Foo Chow was attacked and the 
chapel and school wrecked by an infuriat­
ed mob Thursday morning.

The Quebec Liberal French organ 
claims to be informed by private letters 
from all the provinces that the Ottawa 
Government's agents are busily Engaged 
at present in distributing campaign- liter­
ature and it therefore warns the Liberals’ 
friends to prepare'for the general elections 
at short notice.

Mr. Choquette, M. P., has, applied for 
the Queen’s bounty for Mrs. Narcisse Le­
tourneau, of St. Pierre, Quebec, who with­
in the space of eleven months and twenty- 
three days has given birth to five children, 
all.living, two boys and three girls. On 
July 20, 1894, she gave birth to the form­
er and on July 13 last, to the latter.

Details of the terrible drowning accident 
in the Miramichi are given on our first 
page. Captain Degrace and deckhand 
Tait were arrested Wednesday and gave 
bail for their appearance on the 29th inst. 
at Chatham. The bodies of the Lobban 
girls have been found.

One of the cleverest and biggest smug­
gling games worked at Niagara Falls, N. 
Y., for many years, has juét come to light. 
The principals in it are women, and the 
goods they smuggled were fine imported 
laces, which they took from [Chnada, 
carrying them sometimes in ordinary bas­
kets, and sometimes in their dresses, and 
subsequently disposed of them in Buffalo.

Thirteen men, employed at the East 
Buffalo stock yards, went down the river 
on a steam launch Tuesday morning. 
Wnile coming into the harbor during a 
heavy sea the yacht capsized and threw 
the excursionists and crew into the lake. 
The tug Maytham and the life saving 
crew went to the rescue and picked np 
seven of the passengers and the crew. 
The six others were drowned.

After having been the trusted treasurer 
for many years of the Protestant Episco­
pal church, Philadelphia, George W. 
Terry has been committed to prison, 
charged with embezzling the funds of the 
church. He has been under suspicion 
since January last, when three small 
sums, amounting to $31, were discovered 
to have been appropriated by him. 
Since that time an examination of the 
books has revealed shortages aggregating 
over $1,700.

A pair of Holstein oxen exhibited at 
the Bangor fair this week are claimed to 
be the largest and strongest in the world. 
In 1893 their united weight ..was 4100 
pounds. They are now seven years old 
and weigh 6100 pounds. They have gain­
ed 700 pounds in the past year, and the 
owner expects them to reach a wèight of 
7000 pounds. They stand 17 hands high, 
measure in girth 9 ft. 4 in., and from tip 
to tip 14 ft. 9 in., and have drawn 11,061 
pounds, eight feet at one pull.

Fifty years ago next October Dr. 
Charles Tapper and Miss Morse were 
married in Amherst, Cumberland Co., 
Nova Scotia, and when their anniversary 
comes around the Canadian high com­
missioner and Lady Tapper will celebrate 
their golden wedding in that same flour­
ishing town, and perhaps the religions 
ceremonies will take place in the same 
church and before the same altar that saw 
the great Nova Scotian and his bride 
elect made one half a century ago.

A shooting affray Saturday in the office 
of Dr. H. K. Holmes, Portland, Oregon, 
will result in the death of two men. The 
encounter was between Dr. H. R. Holmes 
and Dr. Robert K. Ausplund, a former 
pupil of Holme?. Holmes received a 
mortal wound in the side near the heart. 
Ausplund’s body was riddled with ballets. 
In an r ite-mortem statement Ausplund 
said Holmes had hounded him for twq 
years and had tried to ruin him repeated­
ly. Ausplund recently performed an oper­
ation at the hospital in a manner which 
led to severe criticism by Holmes, and 
this led to the trouble.

The most destructive hail storm in the 
history of Kansas did great damage to 
crops and buildings Monday night. At 
Newton, hailstones fell larger than hens’ 
eggs, and piled up until they resembled 
snow banks. Trees were snapped off and 
buildings were demolished. Corn will be 
injured greatly. Stalks that were twelve 
feet high and very thrifty were divested 
of their leaves, and many of. the stalks 
were broken down. Allkirids tif Standing 
crops were damaged, some garden truck 
was ruined, ripening fruit was knocked 
from the trees, and the crop almost 
totally destroyed. The damage in the 
city was great. Thousands of windows 
were demolished, including every sky­
light in the city. The carriage factory, a 
three story stone sti jeture, was ruined, 
and many buildings were wrecked. The 
damage amounts to thousands of dollars.

ANOTHER CHINESE OUTRAGE.

Hong Kong, August 22.—Another out­
rage has been committed upon mission­
aries near Foo Chow. The American 
mission has been attacked by a large and 
infuriated mob armed with various weap­
ons. The chapel and school house of the 
mission were wrecked, and four of the 
native scholars were wounded. The for­
eign teacher, however, escaped injury. 
Strong anti-foreign local feeling prevails 
at Foo Chow, and it is spreading among 
the populace, who are parading the public 
thoroughfares with cries of : “Drive out 
the foreign devils.”

London, August 22.— A despatch to the 
Times from Hong Kong this afternoon 
confirms the despatch from Hong Kong 
cabled to the Associated Press at an early 
hour this morning, announcing the at­
tack upon the American mission near Foo 
Chow, and a dangerous state of the popu­
lace of that city.
