In Fanning on Water Supply
are given many statistics of various |
cities, and the average cost to raise
water to a level of 300 feet, as in
Edmonton, is 1.32 cents per 100,
cubic feet. Im ‘Chicago the cost is
six cents per 100 cubic feet.

counts for the slightly increased cost

BIG INCREASE IN BUILDING.

Norwood. The laborers show a de-
cided preference for “~brushing over
sewer work, as the former” does not
call for as great exertion as the lat-
ter.

DR. TOR¥’S LECTURE

President “Tory, “of Alberta-university,
de’ivored an
Caledénian s()m!'ty. There were about
125 members present. The subjedt
was “Jchn Knox and the History of
Education in Scotland.” President
Tory was in éxcellent form and his
address was av intellectual trcat. He
began by skétching in a few emph"
sentences the main features of Scotch
history down to the Reformation per-
iod, when Knox came upon the scene
Scotland was a country not spe ’f]d“‘.
favored in natute—not great in popu-
lation—but yet had exerted a remark-
able iniluence in the world’s civilize-
tion. This was due mainly to the type
of characier produced: the great in-
tellectual and moral and religious forca
of the Scottish character. John Knox
was the man who, g2bove all others,
had laid the foundations of this type.
He wes th: man that worked out
the Reformution in Scotland; and
wes also the forerunner of Puritan-
i in England and later on in the
N I'n"imi States. - But his most
er:during work was «110‘]“’ the lines of
education. Though a religious reform-
er he was glsc a great educational re-
1 rmer, and stood for the greatest free-
dom in education. Here the lecturer
brieily truced the different  systems
of education that had beesn evolved
i1 Kurope, down to - this time. He
devised a system of public or parish
schools for Seotland—a scheme for a
college in every considerable town—
also an excellent system of school in-
spection. He was a century or morse
ahead of his time; but the majority of
tis ideas on education were all adopt-
cd in Seotland,’ and later throughout
the other parts of the empire.
He was a statesman as well as a
ligious and educational reformer. He
was the iorerunnsr of the movement
that led to the’ union of the English
and Scottish crowns and later of the
two pariiaments. The lecturer was
irequently applauded by the audience:

Supreme Court,

Toronto, Feb. 12.—From $600.000 to

$1,000,000, it is estimated by Hon. A.
J Matheson, provinecial treasurer, is

saved to the province by the decision
of the supreme court in favor of Onta-
rio in the Indizln treaty case with the
,I)' yminion government. The Dominion

sued the province in the Exchequer
i Court, for $829,000, claiming payment
of all moneys paid under Treaty No.
3 up to 1992, and for all that might be
paid in future. The sum was to re-
(cover all money paid to the Indians,
the cost of administration, the salaries
of agents, the cost of ammunition,
clothing, school survevs and other
ritems.
