CIVIC HEALTH IN APRIL.

Pra_cticallv all the contagious dis-
ease" in the city during April was the
epidemic of mumps, which has been
previlent for some time. This is
the ‘statement, of the Medical Health
Officer as given up in his monthly
réport. It is as follows: g

Isolation Hospital.

During. the month = nine patients
have 'been .admitted, as follows: Ery-
sipelas 3, mumps 2, diphtheria &us-
pect 1, measles 1, scarlet fever 1,
typhoid fever 1. The last was a
nurse who acquiréd the disease in
attending two cases of typhoid fever
complicated with erysipelas, sent in
from onxe of -the general hospitals.
Twelve patients have lbeen dizcharged
cured, as follows: [Erysipelas 4,
mumps 4, syphilis 2, measlea 1, diph-
theria suspect 1. Three patients are
still under treatment: Tuberculesis
1, typhoid féver 1, scarlet fever 1,/

Infectious Diseases.

Exclusive of muanps, there has been
remarkably few cases of infectious
disease. Only 18 cases in all are
reported, of which six occurred out-
side the munieipality. Typhoid fever
appears to be on the decline, as only
eight cases are reported, three of

A MYSTREIQUS DISAPPEARANCE.

A report has reached the city of a
mysterious disappearance either by ‘sui-
¢ide or otherwise of a man named F. B.
Scott, alias Cheesman, who lived at Pem-
bina- up tilk April 23rd last. On that
day he was seen weiting a letter which
he afterwards mailed to Chas. Wilson,
cqitractor gn the Wolf Creek Camp of
the G.T.P. grade, in whose employ he
was. Then he disappeared: but the mat-
ter did not excite publie aiention till the
contents of the leter were learned from
Stony Plain several days ago. In the let
ter Scoti stated that he had a bottle of
chloroform and chloral in his possession
that he intended suicdiding and his body
would never be found.

Scott went to work with Mr. Wilson
about two year ago and recently has
been keeping store at Wolf Creek.: He
showed considerable business ability and
refirement and those who knew him
best were of the opinion that he had seen
far better circumstances. From an exam-
ination of his papers it is learned that
Scatt is an assured name and that he
has a brother named Creesman residing
at Maple Creek. Among his possestions
were ensignia indicating that he was
connected with the Masons, Oddfellows
and Elke.

INSPECTOR PELLETIER HERE

Among the visitors to Edmonton to-
day is a man who has occupied a
prominent place in the <Canadian-
American press dutring the past few
months, in the person of Inspector
Pelletier of the RN.W.M.P. It was
this officer who' made one of the long-
est and most eventful patrols in ‘e
history of .the service in: th eorp from
Great Slaye Lake to the Hudson Bay
over a far northern wilderness.

Inspector Pelletier is' now making a
holiday trip throughout the west. Je
will stay here several days and then
proceed to the coast. Speaking to
the Balletin he modestly disclaimed
any credit for his long and successful
trip, stating that it was mnot nearly
so bad as it had been portaryed :n
the bress.

Heé ' left Edmenteon Jlast May with
three constables gomng straight. to the
Great Slave and Fort Resolution ‘n
about a month’s time. From there
the trip acrosss the Barren te the
Hudson Bay- occupied two months.
On the shores he met a steamer from
Fort Charchill and it was while sail-
ing to the fort that disaster overtook
the expedition and they were wrecked
on Farewell Island. From here they
crossed to the Fort after the ice
froze ,by. dog ‘trein. The non-rarival
of the steamer owing to the wreck,
gave rise to the report that the In-
speetor and his party wag lost.

The Bérrens are filled with game
says the Inspector and the ‘party on
their trip lived largely on deer and
other game., There are no inhabit-
ants, This party is one of the few
white men who have ever made the
trip across the northern wild.

FIRE AT HORNER’S LIVERY BARN

Shortly before noon Friday a fire
alarm came in for a blaze in the large
two storey brick livery barn owned
by W. J. Horner and situated on
Clara street between First street and
McDougall Avenue.. Nos. 1 and 2 fire
jralls responded and were on thie
scene in. a very short timie.

When the firemen reached the spot
they found the flames located in the
hay loaf at the rear of the second
fioor. There was a large amount of
hay in the building and? the fire
smouldered for a long time, it being
nearly two. hours before it was all
extinguished.

Dispite the highly inflammable
character of -the contents the flames
were kept inside the building and the
roof was very slightly destroyed. The
hay was nearly all ruined however.

On the ground floor all the horses
and carriages were removed without
difficulty but-upstairs -aslarge number
of cutters and wagons were damaged
by. the smoke and water. Mr, Horner
estimates his damages as over $2,000
but his losses are all covered by ‘m-
suranoce.

Phe cause of the fire is supposed to
have bsen the careiessness of a man
whe was unloading some hay in the
loft. The: last load had been deposit-
ed in the barn and the men had just
left a minute or two before the fire
broke out, -1t i8 most probable that
one of those engaged in the unloading
was smoking and dropped a sperk
which seon set the.hay ablaze.

A large crowd gathered to watch the
fire fight. It was at firss thought that
the-entive enterior would be destroy-
ed but the flames were confined to
the rear half of the building and in-
side: the roof.

AID FOR EAST END BRIDGE.
