relieve the congestion in its slum areas.
Glasgow’s plan is more aggressive
It is held ihat it is necessary to ‘“clear
out the nests before the rooks will
fly away.” The corporation has dis-
covered that the average number of

sixty, but in one great district
(Hutchesontown) the number is nearly
500. The infantile mortality in this
district is two hundred and eighty,
whereas for the city with this district
included it is only one hundred and
thirty-six. The proposal of the hous- |
ing sub-committee submitted to the|

Every
vacant space in the old city is likely
to be made use of this year.

Are not the slums a more indignant
protest against the indifference and
negleot of true public duties of any
city? A true solution of the slum
problem will not be found simply in
a town planning or demolition scheme,
