Author of “The Frontiersman.”

Mr. Pocock has written a number of
novels, of which the best known is
“The Frontiersman,” which introduces
events and scenes of life in Western
Canada. On the occasion of his last
vigit here Mr, Pocock was represen-
tative of Lloyd’s Weekly, and wrote
a number of articles descriptive of the
west for that paper at that time. On
this occasion he finds more changes
than he had expected in Calgary. In
1897 the population was only 2,000, and
Mr. Pocock came in on horseback, the
roads being in the worst condition
paossible.
